Pierce Telephone Company Inc. proposes to provide voice & broadband capability to the proposed service area by constructing a WiMAX standard, 3.65 GHz wireless broadband distribution system.  The base stations will be located on newly constructed towers and will provide RF coverage to the service area as defined on the included map.  The registered but unlicensed spectrum is lightly used in the rural areas around Norfolk area.  Pierce Telephone will extend existing fiber optic cable connectivity from their exchanges of Pierce and Hoskins, NE.  to the proposed towers for connection of the proposed system to its existing Tier 1 router/Internet system in Pierce, Nebraska.
The WiMAX system that will be deployed is capable of delivering up to 10 Mbps service in the downstream direction and 5 Mbps service in the upstream direction.  The system is expandable with the capability to add additional sector electronics as needed to meet any growth needs and provide the projected broadband service packages to all subscribers requesting service in the area.  The WiMAX system to be deployed can exceed the minimum speed standards of 4 Mbps downstream and 1 Mbps upstream as defined by the Commission.
