The Rural Telecommunications Coalition of Nebraska ("RTCN'),1 by and through its 

attorneys of record, hereby respectfully submits these reply comments to the Nebraska Public 

Service Commission ("Commission") in response to comments filed by various interested parties 

on or about February 13, 2015, in Application No. NUSF-100, PI-193.2 

The Commission opened this proceeding to consider revisions to the contribution 

mechanism of the Nebraska Universal Service Fund ("NUSF") in order to address the steady 

decline of NUSF surcharge collections over the past several years that has resulted from a 

diminishing base of NUSF contributors.a Several interested parties filed initial comments in 

response to the Commission's Order.4 The comments covered a broad array of issues and in 

many instances provided helpful insight and raised important questions for further 

consideration. 

Contrary to comments suggesting that the Commission should suspend this docket 

pending action by the Federal-State Joint Board on Universal Service and/or the Federal 

Communications Commission, RTCN encourages the Commission to steadily press forward to
