The Nebraska Public Service Commission (“"Commission”)
initiated this proceeding, on its own motion, on August 29, 2023
(“"August 29, 2023 Order”), to consider appropriate modifications
to the Nebraska Universal Service Fund (“"NUSF”) high-cost
distribution mechanism and associated reporting requirements. On
April 8, 2025, the Commission issued Progression Order No. 6,
releasing a proposal, allowing for a comment period, and scheduling
a hearing for May 14, 2025.

On April 24, 2025, the Rural Telecommunications Coalition of
Nebraska (“RTCN”) and the Nebraska Rural Broadband Association
("NRBA”) (collectively “movants”) filed a Motion seeking to modify
the progression schedule set forth in the Commission’s April 8,
2025 Order. In the Motion, the RTCN and NRBA jointly request that
the Commission schedule a workshop in lieu of a hearing on May
14th,  The movants stated that they have had considerable
discussions about the issues raised in the Order, and they believe
further information is needed before they can provide comments and
hearing testimony that will be meaningful to the Commission’s
consideration of the important issues the Commission raised in its
order.

In consideration of the Motion and the statements made
therein, I am of the opinion and find that it should be granted.
As such, the Hearing currently scheduled for May 14, 2025, at 10:00
a.m., shall be changed to a workshop. The agenda for the workshop
will be an open question and answer session to allow interested
parties to ask questions about, or to discuss, the Commission’s
proposal released in its April 8th Order.
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Thereafter, comments responsive to the Commission’s April 8,
2025 Order may be filed on or before June 3, 2025, no later than
5:00 p.m. Central Time. Commenting parties should electronically
submit their comments to psc.nusfl@nebraska.gov. Parties should
also electronically serve a copy of their comments on those parties
that have previously filed comments and/or testimony in Docket
NUSF-139.

The hearing will be held on Tuesday, June 17, 2025 at 1:30
p-m. Central Time, in the Commission Hearing Room, 300 The Atrium
Building, 1200 N Street, Lincoln, Nebraska, and via WebEx. If
auxiliary aids or reasonable accommodations are needed for
attendance at the meeting, please call the Commission at (402)
471-3101.
