Provides the capability for originating calls from or receiving calls at instruments provided at 
locations in addition to the location of the access line service. 

Building 

A structure occupied by one or more customers. 

Campus

Conforming Answering Device 

A customer-provided device which automatically answers incoming calls; transmits a 
prerecorded voice message or appropriate audible signal to the calling party; records a voice 
message from the calling party if so designed and arranged; and automatically disconnects from 
the line in a prearranged manner on completion of the last of the functions for which it was 
designed and arranged as described in this paragraph. The Conforming Answering Device may 
include remote interrogation and/or device function control. 

Continuous Portions of a Building 

The term "Continuous Portions of a Building" denotes spaces within a given building which are 
occupied by the customer and connected by doors, hallways, stairs or elevators and not 
separated by space occupied by others or used by the general public.

Data Access Arrangement 

A protective connecting arrangement for use with the network control signaling unit, or in lieu 
of the connecting arrangement, an arrangement to identify a central office line and protective 
facilities and procedures to determine compliance with criteria set forth in Group Use Exchange 
Service. 

Demarcation Point 

The point of interconnection between the Company's regulated telecommunications facilities 
and terminal equipment, protective apparatus or wiring at a premises. 

Direct Electrical Connection 

A physical connection of the electi·ical conductors in the communications path. 

Entrance Facilities 

Entrance Facilities are those facilities from the property line to the point at which the cable 
enters the premises and terminates at the protector. 

Facilities 

Central office equipment, supplemental equipment, apparatus, wiring, cables (outside plant 
feeder and distribution) and other materials and mechanisms necessary to or furnished in 
connection with telephone service.

The SNI is a standard FCC registrntion jack or its equivalent which is provided, installed, 
owned and maintained by the Company at the customer's premises.

message rate, semipublic telephone service, and except as the use of the service may be 
extended to joint users under the established terms and conditions governing joint user 
service. Additional telephone service may be installed at locations not on the customers' 
premises only when there is other telephone service at those locations adequate, in the 
opinion of the Company, to take care of exchange and toll requil'ements. Such service is 
installed subject to the transmission limitations of exchange circuits. 

2. A customer shall not provide switched voice or data communications between local 
exchange areas, including the bridging of Extended Area Service (EAS) zones, using 
underlying services from this Catalog. 

3. Application of Rates by Use of Service 

a. Service is classified as business service and business rates apply when any of the 
following conditions exist: 

(1) When the se1·vice is furnished at a location where a business, trade or practice is 
performed and where use of the location is not confined primarily to domestic 
activities. 

• Service for social clubs (e.g., Elks, VFW, Eagles, etc.) will be considered 
business service. 

(2) When the directory listing is to be a business listing. 

(3) When the service is provided to or through a reseller oflocal exchange service.

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b. Service is classified as residence service and residence rates apply when the following 
two conditions exist: 

(1) When the sei·vice is furnished at a location used primarily for domestic purposes;

1. When a person, fu·m, partnership, corporation, club, or association attempts to become a

When a Customer cancels or defers an order for service befo1·e the service is activated, a 
charge applies to allow the Company to recover the nonrecoverable costs of engineering, 
labor, material and equipment in case of cancellation, or sustain an investment beyond a 
reasonable period in case of deferral.

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1. Cancellations 

The charge is equal to the nonrecoverable costs incurred prior to the request for 
cancellation and the costs of removal, restoration and disposal, if any, to comply with 
cancellation.

The maximum amount charged shall not exceed the 
total of all noru·ecuning minimum monthly and termination charges which would have 
applied had the service as ordered been established. 

2. Deferment of Start of Service

upon costs incurred prior to the request for deferment applies. The monthly 
charge equals the deferred investment times the monthly prime interest rate plus 
recurring costs resulting directly from deferral, such as storage, taxes, etc. In 
addition, any extraordinary nonrecurring costs 1·esulting from the deferral, such 
as additional engineering and labor, or transportation, shall be billed in total. 
Billing shall start the beginning of the fourth month of deferment and extend to 
the sta1·t of service.

2.2.2 OBLIGATION TO FURNISH SERVICE 

The Company's obligation to furnish service or to continue to furnish service is dependent 
on its ability to obtain, retain and maintain suitable rights and facilities, and to provide 
for the installation of those facilities required incident to the furnishing and maintenance 
of that service.

• Impersonation of another with fraudulent intent.

• Use of service for unlawful purposes.

c. Any telephone service used by a customer in connection with a plan or contrivance to 
secure a large volume of telephone calls to be directed to such customer or the 
telephone of any designated customer at or about the same time, resulting in 
preventing, obstructing or delaying the telephone service of others. 

d. Any telephone service that is used for any purpose other than as a means of 
communication. 

e. Following the disconnection of service for any of these reasons, the Company will 
immediately notify the telephone customer thereof.

a. Fraud 

Nebraska law prohibits the fraudulent use of a credit card or telephone billing 
number to obtain or attempt to obtain telephone service for the purpose of avoiding 
charges. The maximum penalty for violation is imprisonment for not less than one 
nor more than ten years. 

b. Annoyance Calls 

Intentional annoyance of another by telephone is prohibited by law. The maximum 
penalty for violation is a fine of $100 01· 90 days imprisonment or both. 

B. Full Toll Denial 

When a customer fails to pay outstanding chai·ges billed by the Company for MTS calls, 
including MTS provided by the Company and interexchange carriers (e.g., O+, 1 +, O·, lOXXX), 
all MTS service may be denied (Full Toll Denial), where Company facilities are capable of 
providing Full Toll Denial. \Vhere Company facilities do not permit Full Toll Denial, the 
Company may deny all service.

1. If the service furnished a customer is temporarily suspended for nonpayment 
of charges due or for any othe1· violation of the regulations of the Company, 
such service is resto1·ed only upon payment of a restoration of service cha1·ge in 
addition to charges due for service and facilities.

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4. CONSTRUCTION CHARGES AND OTHER SPECIAL CHARGES 

4.1 GENERAL 

A. Description 

All rates and charges quoted in Section 5 of this Catalog and in other sections of this Catalog 
provide for the furnishing of associated channel equipment or facilities where plant facilities 
are available or when the consti·uction of the necessary facilities does not involve unusual 
costs. Likewise the rates and charges quoted in this Catalog contemplate the use of 
associated channel equipment and wil:ing of standard type and finish. 

Under certain conditions, in other sections of this Catalog, construction charges are made to 
cover all or a portion of the unusual costs involved in the establishment of service, in addition 
to the rate for the class of service furnished, and any noru·ecurring charges, mileage charges, 
or other charges that may apply. Also, where special arrangements or assemblies of 
associated channel equipment or wiring are desfred, special charges are made as indicated. 

B. Terms and Conditions 

1. If the customer desires, he may furnish labor or material, or both, as part or whole 
payment for construction charges for pole or wire construction outside of base rate areas 
of exchanges, provided the labor and material furnished are in conformity with the 
Company's specifications. 

2. When attachments are made to poles of other companies in lieu of providing pole line 
construction for which the customer regularly would be charged, the cost to the Company 
for such attachments must be borne by the customer. 

3. "Cost", as used in this section, is to be interpreted to mean the cost of labor and material, 
plus the same propo1·tion of the Company's general operating and supervisory expenses 
as is applied in the Company's accounts. 

4. Except as otherwise provided, all construction is owned and maintained by the Company. 

5. If, to se1·ve a customer, it is necessary to use right-of-way on private property, the 
customer is required to provide, 01· pay the cost of providing the necessary right-of-way 
without expense to the Company. Provision and cost of right-of-way is, however, 
assumed by the Company whenever it is evident that the construction for which the 
right-of-way is obtained will be requfred as a part of the properly designed telephone 
distribution system used for serving customers in the area in which the right-of-way is 
obtained or beyond such area. If service can be provided by means of construction on a 
public highway without unusual cost, but the Company elects to provide construction on 
private property, the cost of obtaining necessary right-of-way in connection with such 
private property construction is not charged to the customer or customers so served. 
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6. If a special type of construction is desired by a customer, as when underground service 
connections are desired in places where aerial drop wires would ordinarily be used to 
reach customers' premises, or if the unusual requirements of a customer make the cost of 
an installation higher than it would be if the usual type of construction were used, the 
customer is required to bear the difference in cost between the special type of 
construction and the average cost of the usual type of construction. 

7. Ordinarily business buildings such as office buildings, stores, and factories a1·e equipped 
with suitable conduit, wire wells or pipes in which to run the wiring and cabling for 
providing telephone service to customers occupying such buildings. Where buildings are 
not so equipped, the customer is required to bear such of the costs involved in installing 
the interior wiring or cabling necessary to provide the service desired as are in excess of 
what they would be if the buildings were so equipped. Likewise, where, in providing 
service in residences, the cost of providing the inside wiring desired is excessive, as may 
be the case where it is necessary to run wires through walls of masonry, the customer is 
required to bear the excessive costs involved. 

4.2 UNUSUAL INSTALLATIONS 

4.2.1 EXTENSIONS FOR NEW REAL ESTATE ADDITIONS 

A. Facility Charges for New Areas of Land Development 

1. A facility charge (refundable in accordance with 4., following) is payable by the Developer 
when the Company undertakes the provision of feeder and distribution facilities for 
exchange service to an area of six or more lots being developed under a definite plan.

for depreciation, overheads, post tax income, contribution and contingencies.

(3) The annual refund will be an amount equal to the multiple of the prorated 
amount provided in (1), above, and the net annual completed structures in the 
development. After the initial refund, subsequent refunds shall be given only for 
those completed structures on lots in excess of the number at the end of the 
preceding period in which a refund was given. 

(4) Refund will not be made for lots in excess of the total number specified in the 
agreement. 

5. At the end of the contract period, any balance not refunded ptu·suant to 4.e., preceding, 
becomes the property of the Company and is nonrefundable. 

6. At the option of the developer, $200.00 for each lot in the development may be paid on a 
nonrefundable basis in lieu of the above. 

7. Where the Developer makes no arrangements for facilities to and within a development, 
a prorated facility charge will apply to individual applicants, on a nonrefundable basis, 
when they apply for telephone service within the development. The Company reserves 
the right to determine when facility charges for new areas ofland development will 
apply. 
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4. CONSTRUCTION CHARGES AND OTHER SPECIAL CHARGES 

8. At the option of the Developer, no facility charges need to be paid by the Developer prior 
to the start of any facility placement by the Company if the Developer enters into a 
written agreement with the Company that includes the following provisions: 

a. A description of the development. 

b. The number of lots within the development. 

c. A provision that the Developer shall cause a declaration of covenants pertaining to 
each and every lot in the development to be filed with the register of deeds in the 
county where the development is located which contains a notice of charge for 
telecommunications facilities furnished to that development. Such notice shall state 
that should construction not be commenced on any lot covered by the declaration 
within five years from the date the Company files a document with the register of 
deeds giving notice that installation of the feeder and distribution facilities for that 
development has been completed, then each such unimproved lot shall be subject to a 
facility charge payable to the Company or its successors in the amount of $450.00. 
Such facility charge shall be due and owing immediately upon the expiration of the 
five year period, and if such charge is not paid within 60 days after the sending of 
written notice by the Company or its successors to the owner of an unimproved lot 
that such charge is due, then said charge will begin drawing interest commencing 
upon the expiration of the 60-day period at the rate of 12% per annum or the 
maximum rate allowed by law if said maximum is less than 12% per annum at that 
time. 

Such facility charge shall be void and nonassessable in the event construction shall 
have commenced on at least 90% of the lots covered by such declaration of covenants 
within five years from the date the Company filed its documents with the register of 
deeds giving notice that the facilities had been installed. 

d. A provision that if 90% of the lots in the development are not improved within five 
years from the date the feeder and distribution facilities are installed in the 
development, then the owner at that time of any unimproved lot shall owe the 
Company $450.00 for each lot that is unimproved in payment for the Company's 
unused facilities. A lot shall be considered unimproved if construction of a 
permanent structure has not commenced on that lot. Construction shall be 
considered as having commenced if a footing inspection has been made on the lot in 
question by officials of the city or other appropriate governmental body.

1. A public telephone is provided at the Company's initiative, or at its option, at a location accessible to 
the public, where warranted by public necessity or by the revenue to be received, and where the 
occupant of the premises agrees to pennit the installation of such service in accordance with terms to 
be agreed upon between the occupant and the Company. Coin boxes are provided on non-attended 
stations. 

2. The primary purpose of Public Telephone Service is to provide service for the general public and the 
use of the service by occupants of the premises where it is located is. only incidental to the principal 
purpose. 

3. "Local Messages" are messages to any line that subscribers may call from any public line without 
payment of toll charges. 

4. The "Payphone Set Use Fee" is an incremental charge applied to all intraLA TA MTS calls originating 
at a Company payphone. This charge is in addition to MTS rates and operator assistance charges. The 
exceptions are as follows: 

• 800/SOO~type service (including 800 Carrier Access) 
• Directory Assistance 
• 911 
• 0- emergency

5. Public telephone signs are displayed at the option of the Company.

a. Semipublic and Shared Payphone Service are furnished at the option of the Company where the 
nature of usage indicates that it is suited to meet the requirements at the location. Semipublic and 
Shared Payphone Service must be placed in a location accessible to those users for whom it is 
intended. 

b. Public telephone signs are displayed at the option of the Company. 

c. Semipublic and Shared Payphone Service may be equipped with coin collecting devices and are 
connected to individual lines. 

d. Joint User Service is furnished in connection with these services at the regular rate for business 
Joint User Service. 

e. Service is furnished the customer, if desired, and directory listings are provided under the 
conditions governing the furnishing of listings for business main line customers, except that 
residence listings in connection with service furnished boarding or rooming houses, or at other 
locations where the party desiring the additional listing resides, are furnished under the conditions 
governing the furnishing of listings for residence main line customers. 

f. Where service is furnished outside the base rate area, extra exchange line mileage charges are 
applicable in the same manner as for other town main line services. Excess construction charges, 
if any, will be applied in the same manner as for other town main line services 

g. Semipublic and Shared Payphone Service is offered subject to the availability of facilities for 
furnishing this type of service. 

h. Connections of Customer-Provided Data Tenninal Equipment 

(1) Direct Electrical Connection 

• Customer-provided data tenninal equipment may be connected to Semipublic and Shared 
Payphone Service subject to the following conditions: Such connections shall be in 
accordance with the following:

To prevent the intenuption or disconnection of a call, or interference with network 
control signaling, it is necessary that the signal applied by the customer-provided 
equipment to the Company interface located on the customer's premises at no time 
have energy solely in the 2450 to 2750 Hertz band. If signal power is in the 2450 to 
2750 Hertz band, it must not exceed the power present at the same time in the 800 to 
2450 Hertz band. 

• Such connection is permitted only for incoming calling. These calls may be answered 
either manually or automatically, When calls are answered automatically, the customer­
provided terminal equipment must have an "on-off' switch or sufficient control logic to 
prevent the data set or Data Access Arrangement from being commanded to answer all 
incoming calls. If not so equipped, a cutoff key must be provided by the customer to 
remove the data tenninal location from the line during regular business hours. 

• Such connection is permitted only during off-hours. These are the period of time when 
outgoing calls by the public are not anticipated. Customers subscribing to Semipublic 
and Shared Payphone Services must sign an agreement to this effect. 

• The customer•provided equipment must be capable of either retransmitting infonnation 
on all automatically answered calls or must be capable of perfonning the appropriate 
series of identification functions with the calling data station before data transmission 
begins. 

• A visual signal provided by the customer needs to be used to indicate when the data 
tenninal is in use so as to protect users of the Semipublic or Shared Payphone Service 
except in situations where the public has no access to the telephone during off-hours. 
Where the visual signal is provided, it shall be located near the telephone so as to be 
capable of being seen by potential users of the telephone and a sign indicating the 
meaning of the visual signal shall be posted at the signal location. 

(2) Acoustic or Inductive Connections 

• Customer-provided data terminal equipment may be acoustically or inductively 
connected to Semipublic and Shared Payphone Services, subject to the conditions both in 
this section and in Sections 2.

A. Description

Coinless Public Telephone Service is furnished at the Company's initiative or at its option when wan·anted 
for the purpose of satisfying the demand for optional billing of outgoing messages. Coinless Public 
Telephone Service offers the following options for the billing of outgoing messages: charging to a third 
number; a Company credit card; or collect. In certain locations, calls may be billed on a collect basis only. 

B. Terms and Conditions 

I. Coinless Public Telephone Service may be provided on the premises of city, county, state and federal 
correctional institutions where potential usage by inmates participating in authorized telephoning 
programs warrants establishing the service. Such telephones will be provided for the purpose of 
originating long distance collect messages to numbers in the United States, Canada and Mexico or 
originating local collect messages. All other traffic, including calls to Company nun,ibers, JNW A TS 
numbers and public emergency services numbers such as 911, will be blocked. 

The Company reserves the right to deny or terminate such service if unsatisfactory revenues or 
collection experiences are indicated. 

2. Coinless Public Telephones are not equipped with coin collecting devices or receptacles. They may be 
furnished with booths, shelves and directories at the discretion of the Company. 

3. In those areas where security arrangements restrict access to the central Coinless Public Telephone 
location, the Company may elect to provide jacks through which the telephone may be connected to 
the network at appropriate times. 

C. Message Charges 

See 5.4.l for applicable message charges, tenns and conditions. 

5.4.4 PUBLIC ACCESS LINE (PAL) SERVICE 

A. Description 

1. Public Access Line (PAL) Service will apply for use with customer-provided coin or noncoin operated 
telephones at locations accessible to the public, e.g., stores, business places, including boarding or 
rooming houses and school or college buildings, where desired by the owner of the premises. 

2. PAL Service is available on a metered or measured basis for coin operated telephones in those central 
offices which have been equipped to provide such service and in all central offices on a flat rate basis 
for coin and noncoin operated telephones. 

3. Joint User Service may be furnished in connection with PAL Service. 
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4. Directory listings may be provided under the conditions governing the furnishing of listings specified 
in 5.5.1 for business main line customers. However, listings (not indicating a business or profession) 
provided in connection with PAL Service furnished at boarding or rooming houses or at other 
locations where the party desiring the additional listings resides, are furnished under the conditions 
covering the furnishing of listings specified in 5.5.1, in connection with residence main line service. 

B. Definitions 

Message Rate Service 

Message Rate Service is a service for which usage charges apply for each completed outgoing local call. 

C. Terms and Conditions 

l. The customer shall be responsible for the installation, operation and maintenance of any customer­
provided coin operated telephones used in connection with this service. 

2. The customer shall be responsible for the payment of a Trouble Isolation Charge for visits by a 
Company employee to the customer's premises when a service difficulty or trouble report results from 
the use of customer-provided coin or noncoin-operated telephones and facilities. 

3. The customer shall be responsible for payment of charges for all messages originating from or 
accepted at this type of service. 

4. Customer-provided coin operated telephones must be registered in compliance with Part 68 of the 
Federal Communication's Commission (FCC's) Registration Program or connected behind FCC 
registered coupler. 

5. Such customer-provided coin or noncoin operated telephones must have the following operational 
characteristics: 

a. Must be able to access the Company operator (0- level) at no charge and without using a coin. 

b. Must be able to access 911 Emergency Service, where available, at no charge, without using a 
coin, and, when such instrument can only access 911 Emergency Service by use of a dialing 
sequence other than 911, must prominently display on such instrument, the appropriate dialing 
sequence to access 911 Emergency Service, where available. 

c. Must be able to access all interexchange carriers unless the customer is an interexchange carrier in 
which case access may be limited to that carrier. 

d. Must comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and conditions concerning the use of 
these telephones by disabled persons and the hearing impaired. 

e. Must allow the completion of both local and long distance calls from the zero 0- level and O+ 
direct dialed level. 
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6. The customer shall prominently display on each customer-provided coin or noncoin operated 
telephone used in connection with this service the name of the owner of the instrument, the procedure 
for reporting service difficulties and obtaining customer refunds, and a range of percentages by which 
the cost to the customer oflong distance calls is increased to the user of the equipment. 

7. Where any customer-provided coin or noncoin operated telephone is in violation of this Catalog, the 
Company will promptly notify the customer of the violation and will take immediate action, including 
the disconnection of service, as is necessary for the protection of the telecommunications network and 
the Company employees. 

8. The customer shall discontinue use of the customer-provided coin or noncoin operated telephone or 
correct the violation and notify the Company in writing within five days after receipt of the notice that 
the violation has been corrected. 

9. Failure of the customer to discontinue such use or to correct the violation will result in the suspension 
of the customer's service until such time as the customer complies with the provisions of this Catalog. 

10. In order to provide adequate service only one coin operated instrument per PAL is aUowed. The line 
cannot be switched, multiplexed or concentrated. Telephones for answering purposes may be furnished 
for use by the customer, but cannot be equipped with coin collecting devices. 

D. Rates and Charges 

1. A "local message" from PAL Service served by a given exchange is a completed local calt, originating 
at such service and tenninating at any service which may be called, without toll charge, from all other 
service served by the exchange concerned. 

2. PAL customers may assess applicable Directory Assistance charges to users of their coin. or noncoin 
operated telephones.

Business designations are not furnished in connection 
with listings of residence service. 

7. Normally aU listings will be spelled in full and common abbreviations will be used only with customer 
acceptance. Where more than one line is required to properly list a person or finn, no additional charge 
is made. 

8. Limitations concerning content of primary and additional listings. 

a. Any fonn of listing which does not facilitate directory service or is othenvise objectionable or 
unnecessary for purposes of identification is not pennitted. 

b. The listing of a service, commodity or trade name will not be permitted except when the name of 
the service, commodity or trade name is the name or an integral part of the name under which the 
listed party is doing business. 

c. Listings that include advertising, such as words describing a product or including the price of a 
product or service, are not penn itted. 

d. Names designed to alphabetize a customer's listing ahead of or near competitor's listings are not 
permitted. 

e. Listings are not permitted which are offensive to good taste. 

f. Listings which are a subterfuge for illegal goods or services are prohibited. 

g. The Company may require evidence of consent to the use of any name other than that of the 
customer. 

h. Evidence may be required in the fonn of canceled checks, letterheads, invoices, tax receipts, or 
other documents which, in the opinion of the Company, substantiates that a name is in fact the 
name under which business is regularly conducted. 

9. The Company's liability arising from errors in or omissions of directory listings will be limited to one­
half the charges for the service affected for the period between the issuance of the directory in which 
the error or omission occurred and the publication of a new directory containing the proper listing. 
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10. Types oflistings

(1) A primary listing is provided as a pait of, and is included in the rate for, exchange telephone 
service.

• An additional listing reversing the order of the individuals' given names may be obtained 
at the rates for regular additional listings as specified in rates following. The restriction of 
no more than two given names applies only to listings involving two individuals' names. 

{3) The primary listing, provided with a customer's second residence exchange service line, may 
be the names or names and address of members of a customer's family residing in the 
customer's household. Such primary listings with more than one name must be indented under 
another primary listing. 

(4) When two or more lines serve a customer in a group arranged for a "hunting" operation, each 
group of lines is considered one telephone number and is entitled to only one primary listing. 

(5) Except as outlined above, a primary listing is provided with each main line associated with 
Business, Residence, Semipublic, Rural, Automatic Call Distribution, and with each Joint 
User. One primary listing is provided for each customer to Group Use Exchange Service. 

(6) If a customer or joint user has both business and residence service, the primary residence 
listing may be indented under the business listing without repeating the name. 

b. Additional Listings fl 
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(1) A listing arrangement of not more than two individuals with the same or different surname(s), 
sharing the same service, and residing at the same address, may also be provided as additional 
listings. 

(2) Additional listings are those listings furnished in addition to the primary listing at the rates 
shown herein. There are five kinds of additional listings ~ regular, alternate, foreign, 
temporary and cross references. 

(3) Additional listings are available for customers of those Miscellaneous Common Carriers with 
which arrangements have been made for the interchange of telephone traffic subject to the 
concurrence of the Carrier. For such listings the telephone number of the connecting circuit 

shall be listed. 

(4) Where a customer is served by two or more lines in a group arranged for a "hunting" 
operation, additional listings may be provided on any of the lines in the group. 

(5) Charges for additional listings date from the day the related service order is completed. 

• Additional listing service is furnished only by directory periods established by the 
Company. Subject to the conditions hereinafter set forth, the charges for such service 
may be terminated prior to the expiration of an established period. 

• Except as hereinafter provided, the charge for an additional listing which has been posted 
on the information records, but which has not appeared in the directory may be 
terminated at any time upon payment of charges due to time of tennination of the listing, 
subject to a minimum of one month's charges. 

• Additional listings appearing in the current directory inay be terminated at other than 
directory periods only when, due to termination of the access line service, removal of the 
listed party from the location of the access line service, installation of separate access line 
service for the listed party, or other causes, it is evident that the listing has no further 
value. Such tennination is subject, however, to payment of a minimum of charges except 
as hereinafter provided. 

(6) Additional listings may be provided without charge where in the opinion of the Company 
they are essential to the convenient use of the directory. These are often referred to as cross 
reference listings. 

(7) Business Additional Listings 

• If qualified under conditions governing use of the service, additional listings may be the 
name of the customer or joint user; the names of members of the film, names of officers 
of the corporation, club, association, partnership or business, the names of employees or 
representatives of the customer or joint user, the names of finns, persons, corporations, 
associations, or institutions which the customer or joint user owns, controls or represents. 
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• Representation is defined as the relationship in which one acts as an agent for another. It 
does not include cases where one sells commodities or performs other services, but in so 
doing acts for themselves and not as the agent for another. 

(8) Residence Additional Listings 

• If qualified under conditions concerning use of the service, they may be the name of the 
customer, the names of members of the family, and others residing in the household; 
names of permanent guests or tenants who maintain their residence in a family hotel or 
apartment house, dormitory, transient hotel or club, where the service of such guests or 
tenants is provided through the private branch exchange of the hotel or apartment house, 
donnitory, transient hotel or club; the names of pe1manent guests who maintain their 
residence in a boarding or rooming house where service is provided by means of 
semipublic telephone service. 

• A residence customer who has regular additional business listings, may have the 
residence service indented under such business listing. 

• Where business service is located in a residence, it is permissible to provide residence 
additional listings in connection with such business service. 

(9) Alternate Listings 

Alternate listings refer a directory user to another telephone number during certain periods of 
time or where a called telephone is not answered.

Access Service at rates and charges as set forth in the National Exchange Carder 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Sections l7.4.9(A.-) _and/or l7.4.9(H), as follows: 

(A) The Telephone Company will determine if the associated local exchange service 
line or facilities are suitable for use with the ADSL Access Service option ordered by 
the customer. Service will not be provided on lines that the Telephone Company 
determines are not suitable for ADSL Access Service or on lines that produce 
interference with other services provided by the Telephone Company.

Mbps, 5 Mbps, 10 Mbps, 20 Mbps, 50 Mbps, 100 Mbps, 250 Mbps, 
500 Mbps, 750 Mbps, 1 Gbps, 2.5 Gbps, 5 Gbps and 10 Gbps when used in 
conjunction with Ethernet access service. The TSP is responsible for 
determining and ordering the number of DSL Extended Transport virtual 
circuit paths it requires to meet its end users' data transmission needs. The

Rate Categories 

There are two types of rates and charges applicable to ADSL Access Service. 
These are monthly rates and nonrecurring charges. 

The monthly rate for the ADSL Line Charge applies each month or fraction 
thereof for each ADSL Voice-Data option and ADSL Data-Only option ordered by 
the customer. The monthly rate for DSL Extended Transport applies each month 
or fraction thereof for each virtual circuit path as described in Section 8.1.5(D), 
preceding.

The Telephone Company will bill the customer an early termination fee, as 
described in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 
4 in Section l 7.4.9(D), for each ADSL Voice-Data and Data-Only option 
disconnected by the customer, prior to satisfying the 6-month minimum 
commitment period. Existing ADSL Voice-Data and Data-Only customers 
as of December 20, 2011, who are committed to a not yet concluded 12-month 
minimum service period but have had service for at least 6 months, are 
considered t.o have met their commitment period for waiver of the 
nonrecurring installation charge. 

Existing ADSL Voice-Data and Data-Only customers as of December 20, 
2011, who have not yet completed 6 months of service will be covered under 
the new 6-rnonth minimum commitment. The early termination fee, as 
described in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 
4 in Section 17.4.9 (D), will apply should service be disconnected prior to the 
end of the 6-month minimum commitment period. 

Except as otherwise specified in Section 8.1.5(E), below, changes t.o an 
existing ADSLAccess Service will be treated as a discontinuance of the 
existing service and an installation of a new service. Such changes include an 
ADSL service conversion or a change of TSP. A nonrecurring installation 
charge will apply per ADSL Access Service line for this work activity. 

ADSL service conversions include change of a service option (i.e., replacing

Change in the ADSL Access Service customer's existing IP address when 
requested by the customer's TSP, 
Change to limit the data speed delivered over the customer's existing 
ADSL Access Service line when requested by the customer's TSP, Change 
of customer contact name or telephone number, and 
Change of jurisdiction. 

The nonrecurring installation charge will not apply to restore an ADSL 
Access Service that was temporarily suspended by the Telephone Company 
for non-payment of charges. 

Rates and charges for ADSLAccess Service are as set forth in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section I7.4.9(A), or 
in Section l 7.4.9(H), when the customer purchases ADSL Access Service 
under the DSL Access Services Wholesale Pricing Plan. The rates for DSL 
Extended Transport are as set forth in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section l 7.4.9(F).

The Telephone ComJ.)any specific rate band assignment for line charges 
associated with ADSL Voice-Data and ADSL Data-Only Access Service are 
specified in the A/SDSL Voice-Data and A/SDSL Data-Only Rate Band 
columns in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 

in Section 17.6(A). 

Symmetric Digital Subscriber Line Access Service 

8.2.1 General 
Symmetric Digital Subscriber Line (SDSL) Access Service provides the customer the 
ability to transmit data to (upstream rate) and receive data from {downstream rate} a 
DSL Access Service Connection Point at the same speed using the Telephone 
Company's existing local exchange service facilities. A DSL Access Service 
Connection Point is an interconnection point designated by the Telephone Company 
in the NATIONAL EXCHANGE CARRIER ASSOCIATION, INC. Tariff F.e.C. No.4 
at which the customer may interconnect its SDSL Access Service provided by the 
Telephone Company under this tariff or its wireline broadband Internet transmission 
service provided on a non-tariffed, common carrier basis with the tariffed, interstate 
access services described below. The DSL Access Service Connection Point aggregates 
SDSL Access Service and/or wireline broadband Internet transmission service data 
traffic from and to suitably equipped Telephone Company Serving Wire Centers 
(SWCs). The DSL Access Service Connection Point may be located within the 
operating tel'1·itory of the Telephone Company for connections to Special Access 
Services, Frame Relay Access Service, Asynchronous Transfer Mode Cell Relay 
Access Service (ATM-CRS) or Ethernet Transport Service (ETS). As specified below, 
the DSL Access Service Connection Point may also be located in the operating 
ten·itory of another telephone company for connections to special access services, 
frame relay access service, or Ethernet access service, provided both telephone 
companies agree to such an arrangement. When both the SDSL-equipped SWC and 
its associated DSL Access Service Connection Point are located within the Telephone 
Company's operating territo1·y, the customer's SDSL Access Service must be 
connected to the customer designated premises of a single telecommunications 
service provider (TSP) using the Telephone Company's Special Access Services, 
Fl'ame Relay Access Service, ATM-CRS, or ET$ provided under this tariff. 

When both the SDSL-equipped SWC from which the Telephone Company provides 
local exchange and exchange access services and its associated DSL Access Service 
Connection Point are located in the operating territory of an adjacent telephone 
company, the customer's SDSL Access Service must be connected to the customer 
designated premises of a single TSP using either equivalent special access service, 
frame relay access service or Ethernet access service provided by the other telephone 
company. 

When the SDSL-equipped $WC is located within the Telephone Company's operating 
territory and its associated DSL Access Service Connection Point is located in the 
operating territory of an adjacent telephone company, the customer's SDSL Access 
Service must be connected to the customer designated premises of a single TSP using 
either: I) equivalent frame relay access service provided by the oth~r telephone 
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company, 2) a combination of DSL Extended Transport provided by the Telephone 
Company under this tariff and equivalent special access service provided by the othei­
telephone company, or 3) a combination of DSL Extended Transport provided by the 
Telephone Company undci- this tariff and equivalent Ethernet access service 
provided by the other telephone company. 

When the SDSL-equippcd SWC is located within the Telephone Company's operating 
territory and its associated DSL Access Service Connection Point is located in the 
operating territory of a non-adjacent telephone company, the customer's SDSL Access 
Service must be connected to the customer designated premises of a single 'rSP using 
either: I) equivalent frame relay access service provided by the other telephone 
company or 2) a combination of DSL Extended Transport provided by the Telephone 
Company under this tariff and equivalent special access service provided by the other 
telephone company. 

SDSL Access Se1'Vice is available as two service options, i.e., SDSL Voice-Data 
and SDSL Data-Only. 

(A) The SDSL Voice-Data option provides transmission of data signals at peak 
data transmission speeds of 256 kbps or 768 kbps using the Telephone 
Company's existing local exchange service line. This option may be used for 
simultaneous voice aµ.d data communications. 

(B) The SDSL Data-Only option provides transmission of data signals at peak 
transmission speeds of 144 kbps, 256 kbps, 768 kbps, 2 Mbps or 4 Mbps using 
the Telephone Company's existing local exchange facilities. This option does 
not provide the ability to transmit voice communications. 

A generic view of how SDSL Access Service could be interconnected 
with a TSP's network is depicted in the figures following. In the first 
example, the custo.mer's SDSL--equipped Serving Wire Center and 
associated DSL Access Service Connection Point are located in the 
same office within the Telephone Company's operating territory. The 
SDSL Access Service customel' orders SDSL Access Service pursuant 
to the provisions specified in this section. The SDSL Access Service 
customer's TSP orders Special Access Services, Frame Relay Access 
Service, Asynchronous Transfer Mode Cell Relay Access Service 
(ATM-CRS) and/or Ethernet Transport Service (ETS) pursuant to the 
provisions specified in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff 
FCC No. 4 in Section 7, and Sections 16.1, 16.2 and 16.3, to connect its · 
customer designated premises to the DSL Access Service Connection Point.

8.2.2 Limitations 

SDSL Access Service is available as two service options as described above. 
Peak speeds are not guaranteed by the Telephone Company due to factors 
that may affect the actual speeds delivered, including the SDSL Access 
Service cu_stom~l''s distance from t_he_ 'I'elephon~ Coi:µ_pa_~y Serving Wire 
Center, condition of the existing local exchange service facilities, and any 
capacity limitations in the TSP's network design. 

The Telephone Company does not provide customer premises equipment 
(CPE) in conjunction with the SDSL Access Service offering. 

SDSL Access Service may not be used in conjunction with multi-point Special 
Access Service configurations as described in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 7.1.3, preceding. 

SDSL Access Service will be furnished where suitable facilities exist as 
determined by the Telephone Company. The Telephone Company will 
identify its SDSL-equipped Serving Wire Cenrers, DSL Access Service 
Connection Point Serving Wire Centers, and if applicable DSL Transport 
Hub Serving Wire Centers in the NATIONAL EXCHANGE CARRIER 
ASSOCIATION, INC. TariffF.C.C. No.4. The Telephone Companies listed in 
Section 17.6 of that Tariff, will offer SDSL Access Service under the 
provisions specified in Section 8.2. 

SDSL Access Service will be provided over existing Telephone Company local 
exchange service facilities. When the customer orders the SDSL Voice-Data 
option, the rates and regulations for SDSL Access Service are in addition to 
any rares and regulations that apply for the associated local exchange service 
line provided under the terms and conditions in the Telephone Company's 
general and/or local exchange service tariffs. The Telephone Company will 
automatically disconnect the SDSL Access Service Voice-Data option when 
the associated local exchange service line is disconnected for any reason. 
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Rates and regulations for Special Access Services, Frame Relay Access Service, 
Asynchronous Transfer Mode Cell Relay Access Service and Ethernet Transport 
Set-vice provided under this tariff will apply for the access service(s) provided 
between the TSP's customer designated premises and the DSL Access Sei-vice 
Connection Point, as described in the National Exchange Carrier Association, 
Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 7, pt·eceding, and Sections 16.1, 16.2 and 16.3. 

8.2.3 Undertaking of the 'l'elephone Company 

The Telephone Company will provide SDSL Access Service at the rates 
and charges set forth in the National Exchange Carrier Association, 
Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Sections 17.4.9(B) and/or 17.4.9(H), as follows: 

(A) The Telephone Company will determine if the associated local 
exchange service line or facilities are suitable for use with the SDSL 
Access Service option ordered by the customer. Service will not be 
provided on facilities that the Telephone Company determines are not 
suitable for SDSL Access Service or on facilities that produce 
interference with other services provided by the Telephone Company. 

(B) The Telephone Company, after determining if the facilities are 
suitable for SDSL Access Service, will notify the customer if the 
cuetomer;s CPE is compatible with the equipment deployed in the 
Telephone Company's Serving Wire Center and if any additional CPE is 
necessary to support SDSL Access Service. 

(C) The Telephone Company will provision and maintain SDSL Access 
Service from the DSL Access Service Connection Point to the Point of 
Termination at the SDSL Access Service customer's premises, except as 
provided for in Section 8.2.5(D}, following. 

(D) The Telephone Company will notify the SOSL Access Service 
customer's TSP when DSL Extended Transport, as described in Section 
8.2.5(D), following, is required. 

The Telephone Company specific rate band assignment for SDSL Access 
Service is specified in the A/SDSL Rate Band column in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.G(A). 

8.2.4 Obligations of the Customer 

In addition to the regulations described in other sections of this tariff, the 
following provisions apply to SDSL Access Service: 

(A) The customer is responsible for providing the Telephone Company with 
the necessary information to provision SDSL Access Service (e.g., customer 
name, telephone number and premises address; billing name and address 
when different from the customer name and premises address; its Internet 
Protocol (IP) address; and the contact name and telephone number of the TSP 
with which the customer's SDSL Access Service will inter.connect). 
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(B} The customer is responsible for providing and maintaining all required 
customer provided equipment (CPE), which is compatible with SDSL Access 
Service. 

(C) Access Service customer's TSP will order DSL Extended Transport from 
each Telephone Company designated DSL Transport Hub to its associated 
DSL Access Service Connection Point as described in 8.2.5 (D), following. 

8.2.5 Rate Regulation 

This section contains the re__gulations governing the rates and 
charges that al)ply for SDSL Access Service. Regulations governing 
the rates and charges for the Special Access Services, Frame Relay 
Access Service, Asynchronous Transfer Mode Cell Relay Access 
Service and Ethernet TransJ)ort Service provided under this tariff 
used in conjunction with SDSL Access Service are as Sl)ecified in the 
National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in 
Section 7, and Sections 1,6.1, 16.2 and 16.3. 

(A) Minimum Period 

The minimum _perio~ for which SDSL Ac9ess S~rvice is provided to a 
customer and for which charges are applicable 1s one month. 

(B) Moves 

A move involves a change in the physical location of one of 
the following: 

The Point of Termination at the SDSL Access Service customer 
designated premises 
The SDSL Access Service customer designated premises 

The provisions for moves of SDSL Access Service are the same as 
those described in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. 
Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 7.2.3, except that an Access Order 
Charge will not apply to move orders for the SDSL Access Service 
Voice-Data option. 

(C) Temporary Suspension of Service* 
When an end user temporarily suspends the local exchange service that is 
associated with a SDSL Voice-Data option, the SDSL Voice-Data option 
will also be placed on temporary suspension for the same period of time, and 
the Telephone Company will bill the customer a temporary suspension fee, 
per line, per occasion, as described in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.4.9(C). The Telephone 
Company will not bill the customer the monthly SDSL Voice-Data Line 
Charge while the SDSL Voice-Data option is placed on temporary suspension. 

* The nonrecurring temporary suspension fee, as described in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.4.9 (C), will not apply to existing customers who 
temporarily suspended their SDSL Voice-Data service prior to December 20, 2011. 

(D) DSL Extended Transport 
DSL Extended Transport is required when: 1) the Telephone Company 
providing SDSL Access Service locates its DSL Access Service Connection 
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Point outside its operating territory in the operating territory of another 
telephone company and 2) the SDSL Access Service customer's TSP connects 
its customer designated premises to the DSL Access Service Connection 
Point using Special Access Service described in the National Exchange 
Canier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 71 preceding, or 
equivalent special access service provided by the other telephone company. 

DSL Extended Transport is also required when: 1) the Telephone Company 
providing SDSL Access Service locates its DSL Access Service Connedion 
Point outside its operating territory in the operating territory of an adjacent 
telephone company and 2) the SDSL Access Service customer's TSP connects 
its customer designated premises to the DSL Access Service Connection Point 
using Ethernet Transport Service desc1ibed in the National Exchange 
Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 16.3, or equivalent 
Ethernet access service provided by the adjacent telephone company. 

DSL Extended Transport provides the TSP with a virtual cfrcuit path 
between a Telephone Company-designated DSL Transpo1t Hub and its 
associated DSL Access Service Connection Point location. The Telephone 
Company must designate at least one DSL Transport Hub SWC location 
within its operating territory when it locates a DSL Access Service 
Connection Point outside its operating territory. The DSL Transport Hub 
aggregates ADSL and/or SDSL Access Services data traffic within the 
operating te1Titory of the Telephone Company providing the DSL Access 
Service. 

DSL Extended Transport is available between: 1) a DSLTransport Hub SWC 
and its associated DSL Access Service Connection Point SWC located within 
the United Stares when the SDSL customer's TSP connects its CDP to the 
DSL Access Service Connection Point using special access services, 2) a DSL 
Transport Hub SWC and a cross border connection point located within the 
United States when the Telephone Company has located its associated DSL 
Access Service Connection Point in Canada and the SDSL customer's TSP 
connects its COP to the DSL Access Service Connection Point using special 
access services, and 3) a DSL Transport Hub SWC and its associated DSL 
Access Service Connection Point SWC located in an adjacent telephone 
company's operating territory when the SDSL customer's TSP connects its 
CDP to the DSL Access Service Connection Point using Ethernet access 
service. 

Where required, DSL Extended Transport is used to transmit ADSL and/or 
SDSL data traffic. DSL Extended Transport is available at a speed of 1.544 
Mbps when used in conjlUlction with special access service and at speeds of 2 
Mbps, 6 Mbps, 10 Mbps, 20 Mbps, 50 Mbps, 100 Mbps, 250 Mbps, 500 Mbps, 
750 Mbps, 1 Gbps, 2.5 Gbps, 5 Gbps and 10 Gbps when used in conjunction 
with Ethernet access service. The TSP is responsible for determining and 
ordering the number of DSL Extended Transport virtual circuit paths it 
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an order for at least one L544 Mbps DSL Extended Transport virtual circuit 
path, where reqw:red, when it places the order for Special Access Service (or 
equivalent special access service) to connect its customer designated premises 
to the DSL Access Service Connection Point. The TSP must place an order for 
at Least one 2 Mbps DSL Extended Transport virtual circuit path, where 
required, when-it-places the order for Ethernet Transport Service (or 
equivalent Ethernet access service) to connect its customer designated 
premises to the DSL Access Service Connection Point. An Access Order 
Charge applies per order for the installation of DSL Extended Transport. 

When the DSL Access Service Connection Point is located in Canada, DSL 
Extended Transport will be flll'nished by the Telephone Company to a cross 
border connection point located in the United States. DSL Extended 
Transport from the cross border connection point to the DSL Access Service 
Connection Point will be provided by the Canadian telephone company. The 
Telephone Company will work cooperatively with the TSP and Canadian 
telephone company for the provisioning of DSL Extended Transport in 
Canada. Rates and regulations defined in this section only apply to that 
portion of the service between the DSL Transport Hub and the cross border 
connection point. 

(1) Mileage Measurement 

(a) The mileage to be used to determine the monthly charg-es 
for each DSL Extended Transport virtual circuit path 1s 
calculated using the airline distance between each DSL 
Transport Hub and its associated DSL Access Service 
Connection Point when both locations are within the 
United States. To determine the applicable monthly 
charges, first compute the mileage using the V &H 
coordinates method, as described in the NATIONAL 
EXCHANGE CARRIER ASSOCIATION, INC. TARIFF 
F.C.C. No.4. When the calculation results in a fraction of 
a mile; always round up to the next whole mile before 
determining the total mileage and ap_plying the rates. 
Once the total mileage for each path 1s determined, 
multiply the number of miles times the DSL Extended 
Transport per mile rates specified in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in 
Section 17.4.9(F). 

The Tele..I>hone Col!!J)any specific rate band assi~ment 
for DSL Extended Transport is specified in the DSL 
Extended Transport Rate Band Column in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in 
Section 17.6(A). 

The following example is an illustrative model, only 
provided for the purpose of clarification. Actual charges 
will vary, dependent upon the effective DSL Extended 
Transport per mile rates specified in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in 
Section 17.4.9(F), following. 
Example: 

TSP orders two 1.544 Mbps DSL Extended Transport 
paths between a DSL Transport Hub SWC and the 
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associated DSL Access Service Connection Point 
SWC. Both SWCs arc located within the United 
States. 
Total mileage between the SWCs is calculated at 28.4 
miles. 

Monthly chat·ges for DSL Extended T1·ansport are 
determined as follows: 

Telephone Company specific rate band assignment for 
DSL Extended Transport is Rate Band 1. 
Fractional mileage rounded up to the next whole mile 
equals 29 miles. 
First 25 miles x $0.00 per mile equals $0.00 per path. 
Next four miles x $11.00 per mile equals $44.00 per 
path. 
Total mileage charges for DSL Extended Transport in 
this example equal $88.00 per month (i.e., $44.00 x 
two paths). 

(h) The mileage to be used to determine the monthly charges for 
each DSL Extended Transport virtual cil.·cuit path between a 
DSL Transport Hub and a cross border connection point is 
specified below. To calculate the monthly charges for each 
path, multiply the number of miles between the DSL 
Transport Hub and the cross border connection point times 
the DSL Extended Transport per mile rates specified in the 
National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Ta.riff FCC No. 4 
in Section 17.4.9(F). The portion of the DSL Extended 
Transport furnished from the cross border connection point to 
the DSL Access Service Connection Point is the responsibility 
of the TSP and is not covered in this tariff as described in 
Section 8.2.5(0), above. 
(i) The number of miles to be used for rating DSL 

Extended Transport provided under this tariff 
between the Ketchikan Public Utilities DSL 
Transport Hub SWC and the Garnet Point, AK cross 
border connection point is 60 miles. 

(E) Rate Categories 
There are two types of rates and charges applicable to SDSL Access Service. 
These are monthly rates and nonrecurring chru.·ges. 

The monthly rate for the SDSL Line Charge applies each month or fraction 
thereof for each SDSL Voice-Data option and SDSL Data-Only option ordered 
by the customer. The monthly rate for DSL Extended Transport applies each 
month or fraction thereof for each virtual circuit path as ;described in Section 
8.2.5(D), preceding. 1
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A nonrecurring charge applies for each SDSL Voice-Data and SDSL Data­
Only option ordered by the cust.omer for the installation of SDSL Access 
Service. 

The nonrectu'ring installation charge will be waived for each new SDSL 
Voice-Data 256 kbps option Access Line ordered when: 1) the customer has 
not previously had any ADSL or SDSL Access Service at the same location 
within the thl'ee months immediately prior to installing service and 2) the 
customer commits to retain the SDSL Voice-Data 256 kbps option Access 
Line for a minimum period of 6 months following installation of service. 

The nonrecurring installation charge will be waived for each new SDSL 
Voice-Data 768 kbps option Access Line ordered when the customer commits 
to retain the SDSL Voice-Data 768 kbps option Access Line for a minimum 
period of 6 months following installation of service. 

If the SDSL Voice-Data option Access Line is disconnected for any reason 
prior to the end of the 6-month minimum commitment period, other than fol': 

• an SDSL service conversion as described below, an SDSL service upgrade as 
described below, 
- a discontinuance of service within the first 30 days of service as described 
below, or 
- a discontinuance of service due to a fire, flood or other occurrence as 
described below; 

The Telephone Company will bill the customer an early termination fee, as 
described in the National Exchange Carri.er Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 
4 in Section l 7.4.9(D), for each SDS1;., Voice-Data option disconnected by the 
customer, prior to satisfying the 6-month minimum 
commitment period. Existing SDSL Voice-Data customers as of December 20, 
2011, who are committed to a not yet concluded 12-month minimum service 
period but have had service for at least 6 months, are considered to have met 
their commitment period for waiver of the nonrecurring installation charge. 
Existing SDSL Voice-Data customers as of December 20, 2011, who have not 
yet completed 6 months of service will be covered under the new 6-month 
minimum commitment. The early termination fee, as described in the 
National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 
17.4.9 (D), will apply should service be disconnected prior to the end of the 6-
month minimum commitment period. 

Except as otherwise specified in Section 8.2.5(E),below, changes to an 
existing SDSL Access Service will be treated as a discontinuance of the 
existing service and an installation of a new service. Such changes include an 
SDSL service conversion, an SDSL service upgrade, a change of service 
option, a change of service level speed, or a change of TSP. A nonrecurring 
installation charge will apply per SDSL Access Service line for this work 
activity. 
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An SDSL service conversion occurs when the customer replaces its SDSL 
Voice-Data 256 kbps option with an SDSL Voice-Data 768 kbps option. When 
a customer orders an SDSL service conversion but bas not met its 6-month 
minimum commitment on the existing SDSL Voice-Data 256 kbps option, the 
Telephone Company will not bill an early termination fee for the original 
SDSL service, if the customer commits to a new minimum 6-month period for 
the newly converted SDSL Voice-Data 768 kbps option. 

An SDSL service upgrade occurs when the customer replaces its SDSL Voice­
Data option with any ADSL Access Service as described in Section 8.1, 
preceding. When an SDSL Voice-Data customer orders a service upgrade to 
an ADSL Access Service but has not met its 6-month minimum commitment 
on the existing SDSL Voice-Data option, the Telephone Company will not bill 
the early termination fee if the customer commits to a new minimum 
6-month period for the newly ordered ADSL Access Service. 

For an SDSL customer who disconnects service within the first 30 days 
following installation, the Telephone Company will not bill the customer 
the early termination fee provided: 1) the customer had not previously had 
SDSL Access Service at the same location within the 30 days immediately 
prior to installing service and 2) the customer's SDSL Access Service is 
disconnected by no later than the first business day following the 30th day 
after service was installed. 

When a customer disconnects its SDSL Access Service prior to the expiration 
of its 6-month minimum commitment as a result of a fire, flood or other 
occw·rence, as described in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. 
Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 2.4.5, the Telephone Company will not bill the 
early termination fee. 

The following administrative changes will be made without charge to the 
customer:

Change of customer premises address when the change of address is not a 
result of physical relocation of equipment, 
Change of the associated local exchange service line over which SDSL 
Voice-Data Access Service is provided when there is no physical 
relocation of the SDSL Access Service involved, 
Change in billing data (name, address or contact name or telephone), 
Change of billing account nwnbe1·, 
Change of agency authorization that requires no changes to the 
Telephone Company's network, 
Change in the SDSL Access Service customer's existing IP address when 
requested by the customer's TSP, 
Change to limit the data speed delivered over the customer's existing 
SDSL Access Service line when requested by the customer's TSP, Change 
of customer contact name or telephone number, and 
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The nonrecurring installation charge will not apply to restore a SDSL Access 
Service that was temporarily suspended by the Telephone Company for non­
payment of charges. 

Rates and charges fot SDSL Access Service are as set forth in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section l 7.4.9(B), or 
in Section 17.4.9(H), when the customer purchasas SDSL Access Service 
under the DSL Access Services Wholesale Pricing Plan as described in 
Section 8.5, following. The rates for DSL Extended Transport are as set forth 
in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in 
Section l 7.4.9(F). 

The Telephone Company specific rate band assignment for line charges 
associated with SDSL Voice-Data and SDSL Data-Only Access Service are 
specified in the A/SDSL Voice-Data and A/SDSL Data-Only Rate Band 
columns in Section 17.6(A), following. 

8.3 Reserved for Future Use 
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DSL Access Services Wholesale Pricing Plan 

8.4.1 General 
The telecommunications services offered under the DSL Access 
Services Wholesale Pricing Plan (D5L WPP) are provided at 
wholesale rates to the customer under the conditions listed below. 

(A) The customer pm·chases ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service as 
described in Sections 8.1 and 8.2, preceding, for the purpose of 
combining these telecommunications services with its own 
information service(s) to create a new retail service for sale to 
its end user custom.er(s). 

(B) In addition to the obligations specified in Sections 8.1.4 and 
8.2.4, preceding, the customer assumes the following 
obligations:

(3) 

The customer will deal directly with its end user 
customers with respect to all matters pertaining to 
the service provided, including marketing, sales, 
ordering, installation, maintenance, trouble reporting, 
repair, billing and collections. The customer will not 
direct its end users to contact the Telephone Company 
for any aspect of the service the customer provides. 
The customer will submit orders for ADSL and/or 
SDSL Access Service to the Telephone Company in a 
format and manner designated by the Telephone 
Company. 
The customer will obtain the appropriate 
authorization to allow the Telephone Company to 
provision ADSL and/or SDSL Voice-Data Access 
Service over the customer's end user's existing 
telephone exchange service line. 

When the customer purchases ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service 
under the DSL WPP, the rates and charges in the National Exchange 
Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.4.9(H), will 
apply in lieu of the rates and charges specified in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 
17.4.9(A), for ADSLAccess Service and/or in Section 17.4.9(8), for 
SDSL Access Service. The DSL WPP is only available from those 
Telephone Companies listed in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17 .6. 

Services provided under the DSL WPP are available under a DSL 
WPP Monthly Plan at the rates and charges specified in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 
l 7.4.9(H) (1), or under a DSL WPP Term Plan described in 8.5.2, 
below, at the rates and charges specified in the National Exchange 
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Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section l7.4.9(H) (2). A 
customer with a DSL WPP Term Plan cannot also have a DSL WPP 
Monthly Plan as ail ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service lines within 
the Telephone Company's study area are included in the DSL WPP 
Term Plan. 

The Telephone Company specific rate band assignment for services 
pw·chased under the DSL Access Services Wholesale pricing Plan is 
specified in the A/SDSL Rate Band column in the National Exchange 
Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17 .6(A). 

An Access Order Charge will not apply: 

- To establish a new DSL WPP Monthly Plan, DSL WPP Term Plan 
or DSL WPP Volume Pricing Plan. 
- To change an existing DSL WPP Term Plan or DSL WPP Volume 
Pricing Plan. 
- To convert from an existing DSL WPP Monthly Plan to a DSL WPP 
Term Plan and vice versa. 
- To terminate an existing DSL WPP Monthly Plan, DSL WPP Term 
Plan, or DSL WPP Volume Pricing Plan. 

A monthly charge applies for each ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service 
line covered under the DSL WPP. A nonrecurring charge applies for 
the installation of each ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service line under 
theDSLWPP. 

The Telephone Company will convert in-service ADSL and/or SDSL 
Acee.es Service lines originally purchased under the provisions 
specified in Sections 8.1 and 8.2, preceding, to the DSL WPP, 
provided ihe-customer obtains written authorization from its end 
users authorizing such conversions, where necessary. Per line 
nonrecurring charges specified in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section l 7.4.9(H), do not apply 
to the conversion of in-service ADSL and/or SDSL Access Lines to a 
DSLWPP. 

8.4.2 DSL WPP Term Plan 

(A) Description 

The DSL WPP Term Plan provides the customer with reduced 
rates based on the length of the customer's term commitment 
and its selected pricing plan for all of the customer's ADSL 
and/or SDSL Access Service lines provi.ded in the Telephone 
Company's study area. The DSL WPP Term Plan is available 
for term lengths of one or three years with a choice of two 
pricing plans. The Telephone Company will establish for the 
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customer a single term plan commitment that will apply to aJl 
.ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service lines in the Telephone 
Company's study ar.ea. 

When the customer subscribes to a DSL WPP Term Plan, all 
in-service ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service lines provided 
out of and subsequently installed in the Telephone Company's 
study area will be billed the rates and charges specified in the 
National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 
in Section l 7.4.9(H) (2), for the length of the term 
commitment. In addition to the applicable ADSL and/or SDSL 
Line Charges, the customer will be billed a recurring monthly 
DSL WPP Term Plan Charge per study area as specified in 
the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC 
No. 4 in Section 17.4.9(H) (2) (a), based on i ts selected pricing 
plan. The Telephone Company specific rate band assignment 
for the Study Area DSL Access Service Wholesale Pricing 
Plan Term Plan charge is specified in the DSL WPP Term 
Plan Rate Band column in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section l 7.6(A). 

If the Telephone Company decreases the rates specified in the 
National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 
in Section l 7.4.9(H) (2), during the term of a commitment 
period, the decreased rates will automatically be applied for 
the remainder of the current commitment period. 

At the end of the DSL WPP Term Plan, the customer may 
elect to establish a new DSL wpp Term Plan commitment, 
convert to the rates available under the DSL WPP Monthly 
Plan, or discontinue service. If the customer does not make an 
election by the end of the DSL WPP Term Plan, the rates for 
all in-service ADSL and/or SDSL Access Service lines will 
automatically he converted to the rates available under the 
DSL WPP Monthly Plan specified in the National Exchange 
Carrier Association, Inc. Tai·iff FCC No. 4 in Section l 7.4.9(H) 
(1). 

A DSL WPP Term Plan is subject to payment for early 
termination as described in (D), below. 

Upgrades in DSL WPP Term Plan 

A customer may terminate a DSL WPP Term Plan without 
the application of a termination liability charge when the 
customer replaces its original DSL WPP Term Plan 
commitment with a new DSL WPP Term Plan commitment 
provided the commitment period for the new DSL WPP Term 
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Plan meets or exceeds the number of months remaining in the 
existing DSL WPP Term Plan commitment period. 

(C) 'fermination without Liability 

A customer may te1'minate a DSL WPP Term Plan 
commitment without the application of a termination liability 
charge if the Telephone Company increases the DSL WPP 
Term Plan rates described in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section l7.4.9(H) (2), 
during the term of the existing commitment. The customer 
has 90 days following such rate increase to notify the 
Telephone Company in writing of its intent to terminate its 
DSL WPP Term Plan commitment under this section; 
otherwise, the increased rates will apply for the remainder of 
the commitment period. 

(D} Termination with Liabilfu. 

(E) 

If the customer elects to terminate its DSL WPP Term Plan 
prior to the end of the commitment period for any reason 
other than specified in. (B) or (C), above, a termination 
liability charge will apply. If the DSL WPP Term Plan is 
terminated prior to the end of the commitment period, the 
Telephone Company will bill the customer a charge equal to 
the monthly DSL WPP Term Plan Charge for its selected 
pricing plan as specified in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.4.9(H) (2) (a), 
multiplied by the number of months remaining in the 
commitment period. DSL WPP Monthly Plan rates as 
described in the National Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. 
Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.4.9(H) (1), will apply to all in­
service ADSL and/or SDSL Access Lines following the early 
termination of a DSL WPP Term Plan. 

DSL Volume Pricing Plan 

The DSL Volume Pricing Plan (DSL VPP) is an optional 
pricing plan that provides the DSL WPP Term Plan customer 
with a discount applied against the monthly ADSL and/or 
SDSL Line Charges for all of its in-service lines in the 
Telephone Company's study area. In order to subscribe to and 
retain the DSL VPP, the customer must have a DSL WPP 
Term Plan commitment with the Telephone Company. The 
amount of the DSL VPP discount applied is based on the level 
of the monthly volume commitment selected by the DSL WPP 
Term Plan customer. The DSL VPP discount does not apply to 
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WPP 'l'erm Plan Line Charges specified in the National 
Exchange Carrier Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in 
Section 17.4.9 (H) (2) (b). 

The customer will select its monthly volume commitment 
level based on its projected number of monthly in-service 
ADSL and SDSL Access Service lines within the Telephone 
Company's study area. 

In-service ADSL and SDSL Access Service lines billed under 
the DSL WPP Monthly Plan are not eligible for the DSL VPP 
discount. 

Available DSL VPP commitment levels and associated 
discounts ru·e specified in the National Exchange Carrier 
Association, Inc. Tariff FCC No. 4 in Section 17.4.9(H) (2) (c). 

The customer may order the DSL VPP at the same ti.me it 
establishes a DSL WPP 1'erm Plan commitment or at any 
time prior to the expiration of the existing DSL WPP Term 
Plan. The DSL VPP monthly commitment and discount 
applies for the balance of the DSL WPP Term Plan 
commitment period and ends when: (1) the DSL WPP Term 
Plan is terminated by the custom.er, (2) the DSL VPP is 
terminated by the customer, or (3) the DSL WPP Term Plan 
commitment is satisfied. 

Each month on the bill date, the Telephone Company will 
determine if the DSL WPP Term Plan customer achieved its 
monthly volume commitment level of in-service ADSL and 
SDSL Access Service lines. In any month in which the 
monthly volume commitment was not met, the Telephone 
Company will bill the customer a DSL VPP shortfall charge of 
$10.00 per line for each line below its volume commitment 
level. The following example illustrates the application of the 
shortfall charge for a DSL WPP Term plan customer that 
selected a monthly volume commitment level of 2,500 lines. If 
on the bill date, the customer had achieved only a total of 
2,250 in-service lines, the Telephone Company would assess a 
shortfall charge of $2,500.00 (250 lines x $10.00 per line). The 
shortfall charge would be in addition to the applicable 
discounted billing for the 2,250 in-service lines. 

Upon providing thirty (30) days written notice to the 
Telephone Company, a customer with an existing DSL VPP 
will be permitted to increase the existing volume commitment 
when it establishes a new higher volume commitment level. 
The DSL VPP discom1t associated with the higher level of 
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commitment will apt:ily on a prospective basis for the balance 
of the DSL WPP Term Plan commitment period. 
Upon providing thirty (30) days written notice to the 
Telephone Company, a customer with an existing DSL VPP 
will be permitted to terminate its existing volume 
commitment on a prospective basis as described herein. When 
the customer elects to terminate its existing DSL VPP for any 
reason, it will be prohibited from establishing a new DSL VPP 
commitment with the Telephone Company within the ninety 
(90) days following such termination. During this 90-day 
period, the customer will not be eligible for any DSL VPP 
discounts. Downgrades from a higher volume commitment 
level to a lower volume commitment level are treated as 
terminations subject to the provisions in this paragraph. 
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9.1.1 UNIVERSAL EMERGENCY NUMBER SERVICE - 911 

A. General 

1. Definitions 

Automatic Number Identification (ANI) 
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A feature by which the calling party's AN! telephone number is forwarded to the 911 
Control Office and to the PSAP's Display and Transfer Units. 

Automatic Number Identification (ANI) Trunk Unit 

Central office equipment which provides the capability of combining the 911 voice 
call and the ANI onto the same 911 exchange line. 

Dedicated Direct Facilities 
Channels between the central office from which the emergency call originates 
(originating cenh·al office) and the PSAP which do not utilize the switching 
equipment of intermediate central offices and which require dedicated physical pairs 
of wires. 

Emergency Service Number (ESN) 

When the Selective Routing feature is provided, the customer is responsible for 
identifying primary and secondary PSAP locations as well as unique combinations of 
police, fi.J:e and ambulance or any other appropriate agencies responsible for 
providing emergency service in the 911 serving area. An ESN will be provided for 
each unique combination by the Company. The customer will associate these ESNs 
with street address ranges or other mutually agreed upon routing criteria in the 911 
serving area. The ESNs will be carried in the Data Management System (DMS) to 
permit routing of 911 calls to the primary and secondary PSAPs responsible for 
handling of calls from each telephone in the 911 serving area. 

End Office 

A central office in the 911 System which receives originating 911 calls and routes 
them to a given PSAP. 

Master Street Address Guide (MSAG) 

The document or computer file that lists the standard sti·eet names, addxess ranges, 
and routing codes used in the Data Management System of a 911 system equipped 
with Selective Routing and/or Automatic Location Identification (ALI).

P.01 Grade of Service 

Trunk facility provisioning to ensure that during the average busy hour, no more 
than 1% of calls into the 911 system will encounter a busy condition. 

Public Safety Answering Point (PSAP) 

An answering location for 911 calls originating in a given'· area. A PSAP may be 
designated as Primary or Secondary, which refers to the order in which calls are 
directed for answering. Primary PSAPs respond first; Secondary PSAPs receive calls 
on a transfer basis only and generally serve as a centralized answering location for a 
particular type of emergency call. PSAPs are staffed by employees of service agencies 
each as police, ffre or emergency medical or by employees of a common bm·eau 
serving a group of such entities. 

Serving Central Office 

The central office from which a PSAP, either primary or secondary, is served. 

Subscriber Records 

Information consisting of subscribers' names, service addresses, and telephone 
numbers to a 911 customer for the sole purpose of building and maintaining a data 
base used in providing 911 service to a specific geographical area. The Subscriber 
Records information does not include an MSAG nor does it include ESN information. 
ESN information would be provided on an individual case basis. 

Universal Emergency Number Service 

A telephone exchange communication service for receiving telephone calls placed by 
persons in need of assistance who dial the number 911. Such calls are answered at 
PSAPs established and operated by the customer. 

Universal Emergency Number Service Customer 

A municipality or other state or local governmental unit or an authorized agent of 
one or more municipalities or other state or local governmental units to whom 
authority has been lawfully delegated within a defined geographic area to respond to 
public emergency telephone calls, at the minimum for police and fire service.

2. Terms and Conditions 

a. The 911 customer may be a municipality or other state or local government unit, 
or an authorized agent of one 01· more municipalities or other state or local 
governmental units, to whom authority has been lawfully delegated. The 
customer will have public safety responsibility to respond to police, fire or other 
emergency se1·vices' telephone calls within the telephone central office areas 
where 911 Service is provided. 

b. 911 Service is provided solely for the benefit of the customer operating the PSAP. 
The provision of 911 Service by the Company shall not be interpreted, construed, 
01· regarded, either expressly or implied, as being for the benefit of or creating 
any Company obligation toward any third person or legal entity other than the 
customer. 

c. The Company does not undertake to answer and forward 911 calls, but provides 
facilities to enable the customer's personnel to respond to such calls (from the 
customer's premises). 

d. Any CPE used in conjunction with 911 Service shall be configui·ed so that it is 
unable to extract any information other than the information 1·elating to a 
number identified as the sow·ce of an in-progress 911 call through use of the 
optional ANI feature. 

e. Company subscriber names, addresses and telephone numbers provided to a 911 
system are private data and may be used only for identifying the location or 
identity, or both, of a person calling a 911 PSAP. Company subscriber 
information may not be used or disclosed by 911 system agencies, their agents, or 
thefr employees for any other purpose except under a court order. 

f. The calling party forfeits the privacy afforded by nonlisted and nonpublished 
service to the extent that the telephone number, address and name associated 
with the originating station location are fw·nished to the PSAP during an 
emergency call to 911, when the customer has subscribed to the optional ANI 
feat\U'e. 

g. Temporary suspension of service at reduced rates is not provided for any part of 
911 Service. 

h. This service is limited to the use of telephone number 911 as the universal 
emergency telephone number. Only one 911 Service will be provided within any 
governmental agency's locality. 

i. The Company will not p1·ovide 911 Service to less than an enti:i:e central office 
and will only provide one set of 911 trunking out of that central office.

j. Application for 911 Service must be executed in wl'iting by each participating 
local governmental authority or their duly appointed agent.

At least one local law enforcement agency 
must be included among the participating agencies in any 911 Service offering. 

k. 911 Service is furnished to the customer for the sole purpose of receiving reports 
of emergencies from the public. The 911 emergency telephone number is not 
intended as a replacement for the telephone service of the various public safety 
agencies which participate in the use of this number. The public safety agencies 
must subscribe to other exchange telephone service as provided in other sections 
of this Catalog. 

L 911 exchange lines are classified as Business service and are arranged for one­
way incoming sei-vice to the appropriate PSAP. Outgoing calls can only be made 
on non-911 facilities. 

m. The rates charged for E911 Service do not contemplate the inspection or constant 
monitoring of facilities to discover errors, defects and malfunctions in the service, 
nor does the Company undertake such responsibility.

Because the Company serving boundaries and political subdivision boundaries 
may not coincide, it is the obligation of the customer to make arrangements to 
handle all 911 calls that originate from telephones served by central offices in the 
local service area whether or not the calling telephone is situated on property 
within the geographical boundaries of the customer's public safety jurisdiction.

b. Regardless of whether the originating central office is in an exchange or zone 
which is inside or outside of the local calling area of the exchange or zone in 
which the PSAP is located, B911 exchange lines will be provided for incoming 
B911 calls via dedicated direct facilities. 

c. It is the customer's responsibility to insure that premises equipment selected that 
has the Store and Forward feature be compatible with the service furnished by 
the Company.

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10.1 MILEAGE CHARGES 

A. Description 
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Where, for the purpose of furnishing any of the classes of circuits to which mileage charges 
apply, as hereinafter specified, it is necessary to provide new construction, such construction 
will be provided under the terms and conditions governing Construction Charges in Section 4. 

10.2 SCREENING/RESTRICTION SERVICES 

10.2.1 TOLL SCREENING SERVICE 

A. Description 

Toll Screening Service provides toll access screening options which allow a customer to 
restrict the classes of chargeable calls originating over some or all of their lines. 

Toll Screening Service enables a customer, by means of Company operator identification, to 
provide toll access but restrict (0/0+) outgoing toll calls to only those calls which are charged 
to the called telephone (collect), a third number, and/or calling card. 

Two options, described below, are available with this service. The provision of this service 
may require some customers to change their existing telephone number. 

• Option 1 

All local and noncha1·geable calls, e.g., calls to "800'' numbers, and calls to Company 
numbers such as repair and public emergency service numbers (such as 911) will be 
permitted. Calls dialed 1 +, including calls to Directory Assistance, will not be permitted. 
Calls dialed 0-/0+ to Directory Assistance will be permitted if alternate billing is 
provided. 

• Option 2

3. Premises Work Charges apply per service call when billable premises work is performed 
on premises wire. Such charges are due and payable when billed.

4. Premises Visit Charge 

a. Installation 

• Premises Visit Charge applies when: 

Deregulated work is performed beyond the demarcation point. 

Flat Installation Charge does not apply.

• Premises Visit Charge applies when: 

Deregulated work is performed beyond the demarcation point. 

The customer does not subscribe to a Premises Wire Maintenance Plan and 
requests repair work. 

Trouble Isolation Charge does not apply. 

c. Premises Visit Charge is waived when: 

• Repair work is performed beyond the demarcation point for a customer 
subscribing to a Premises Wire Maintenance Plan and the customer requests 
billable installation work to be performed while the technician is on the premises. 
The billable time will begin with the first increment. 

• When more than one order involving installation or repair is worked by the same

b. Simple materials for noncomplex residence and business customers are not billed 
separately. The following items are considered "simple" materials. 

Non-billable materials include: Standard wire, simple jacks, staples, screws, nails, 
tape, connectors, etc. 

c. Time and Material Charges apply separately for each premises involved, per service 
call, when billable premises work is performed on premises wire. The minimum 
billable time is one half hour. 

d. Only one initial Time and Material Charge applies when, for Company reasons, more 
than one Company technician is involved in performing billable premises work on the 
same service order. Additional Time and Material Charges will be calculated by 
totaling the remaining billable work time performed by all technicians. 

e. Initial Time and Material Charges apply when a Company repair technician, while 
on the customer's premises, provides additional service(s) at the customer's request. 
In addition, the rates and charges applicable for the additional service will apply. 

f. The initial and any additional Time and Material Charges will apply for the first and 
subsequent move of equipment and/or wire on the customer's premises, made at the 
customers request, as a result of the customer's redecorating or any other customer 
activity requiring the first and subsequent visit for moves. 

g. Time and Material Charges will apply for work performed on all RJ21 and other 
interpositioned network channel terminating equipment located on the customer's 
side of the demarcation point.

h. Time and Material Charges do not apply to the following work: 

• To move or change a customer's telephone service if required or initiated by the 
Company. 

• To install, move or change telephone service located on a customer's premises but 
used exclusively by the Company for maintenance or training activities. 

• The "from" portion of work involved in a transfer of service from one premises to 
another. 

• Disconnection of access line services providing no othet· work subject to time and 
material charges is involved.

7. Trouble Isolation Charge 

a. A Trouble Isolation Charge applies when the Company makes a repair or trouble 
isolation visit to the customers premises to test the central office line, up to the 
demarcation point, and the line tests clear and trouble is not found in the Company's 
facilities. 

b. The charge will not apply to a customer who subscribes to a Company Premises Wire 
Maintenance Plan. 

D. Warranties for Installation and Repair of Premises Wire 

1. Limited Thirty-Day Installation Warranty 

a. Coverage 

The Company warrants the premises telecommunications w1rmg which it has 
installed against defects and malfunctions for a period of 30 days in the case of both 
complex and noncomplex wire from the date the telecommunications service utilizing 
the wire begins. If there is a defect or malfunction, the Company will, at its option, 
either repair or replace this wiring at no charge to the customer if the defect or 
malfunction is reported to an authorized Company representative within the 
warranty period. Ifreplacement parts are used in making repairs, these parts may be 
refurbished or may contain refurbished materials. 

NOTICE 
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b. Exclusions 

(1) This warranty shall not apply to defects and malfunctions resulting from any 
equipment or service fui·nished by any person other than the Company, any 
accident, alteration, abuse, misuse, fire, acts of God such as storms and floods, or 
any unauthorized repai.i'. 

(2) The Company disclaims any and all implied warranties, including without 
limitation, warranties of merchantability and fitness for a particular purpose. 

(3) The Company shall not be liable for any incidental or consequential damages, 
including but not limited to loss, damage or expense directly or indirectly arising 
from the customer's use of or inability to use this wiring, either separately or in 
combination with other equipment. 

c. Customer Responsibility 

(1) To obtain Company repair service, the customer must call the Company repair 
number which can be found in the telephone directory, or call any Company 
Business Office, collect. 

(2) \Vb.en the repair person arrives and before any work is performed, the customer 
must present proof of the date the warranty commenced before any warranty 
work can be performed. 

E. Responsibility of the Customer 

1. Where the customer elects to install and/or maintain premises wire, such installation 
and/or maintenance must comply with Part 68 of the FCC Rules and Regulations and the 
National Electrical Code as well as any applicable local electrical codes. 

2. Where customer premises wire is maintained by the customer, the customer is 
responsible for conecting any service difficulty upon notice from the Company that such 
wire is causing the difficulty. 

F. Violation of Regulations 

I. Where any customer-provided premises wire or associated jack has been installed or 
maintained in violation of Part 68 of the FCC Rules and Regulations, National or 
applicable local Electrical Codes or Company-provided technical standards, the Company 
will promptly notify the customer of the violation and will take such immediate action, 
including the temporary disconnection of premises wire, as is necessary for the protection 
of the telecommunications network and/or Company employees.

13. CUSTOMER PREMISES WIRE AND MAINTENANCE PLANS 

13.2 PREMISES WIRE MAINTENANCE 

A. Description 

1. Premises Wire Maintenance Plans are available which provide customers with various 
degrees of Wire Maintenance as described below. These premises wire plans provide for 
trouble isolation and maintenance of noncomplex premises wire and associated jacks 
located on the customer side of the demarcation point. 

2. The following plans are available: 

a. Residential Wire Maintenance Service 

Residential Wire Maintenance Service is a monthly charge for residence customers 
paid in lieu of time and material charges for repairs associated with premises wire. 
This plan provides line testing, trouble ·isolation, and the repair of premises wire and 
connected jacks. 

b. Business Wire Maintenance Service 

Business Wire Maintenance Service is a monthly charge for business customers paid 
in lieu of time and material charges for repairs associated with premises wire. This 
plan provides line testing, trouble isolation, and the repair of premises wi:re and 
connected jacks.

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B. Terms and Conditions 

1. The Company will maintain premises wire regardless of who installed it, providing the 
wire meets technical standards. 

2. When a trouble condition is attributed in the presence of non standard wmng or 
installation, only that portion of the wiring and jacks, where the problem exists, will be 
rewired, if necessary, using standard wire, jacks and installation methods. The Company 
will not entirely rewire the premises even though non standard wire may have been used 
on other working jacks. Rewiring work that is required to remedy an existing case of 
trouble will be performed in a reasonable manner. 

3. If a customer does not subscribe to a Premises Wire Maintenance Plan and the Company 
makes either a repair or t1·ouble isolation visit to that customer's premises and the 
trouble condition is not found to be on Company's side of the demarcation point, the 
customer will be subject to charges as follows: 

a. A Trouble Isolation Charge will apply for the visit if the customer does not have the 
Company repair the premises wire trouble. 

b. A Trouble Isolation Charge will apply for the visit when the technician is able to gain 
access to the demarcation point whether or not the customer is at the premises. 

c. A Trouble Isolation Charge and Premises Work Charges will apply if the Company 
repairs the premises wire trouble or isolates the trouble to the customer-provided 
equipment. 

d. A Premises Visit Charge and Premises Work Charges will apply if the customer has 
isolated the trouble and has the Company make the appropriate repairs. 

4. Premises Wire Maintenance Plans are available where Company facilities and operating 
conditions perm.it. 

5. Premises Wire Maintenance Plans are subject to a minimum billing period of one month. 

6. A customer utilizing noncomplex premises wire may change from paying T&M per 
maintenance visit or from customer-provided maintenance to a Premises Wire 
Maintenance Plan as appropriate. However, a nonrecurring charge will be assessed for 
this change. Existing service problems are excluded from coverage when a customer 
changes from T&M to a maintenance plan.
