	Project Area: East of the city of Seward in east-central Seward County, Nebraska
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	Support Comments: The Seward County Broadband Task Force (SCBTF) was formed at the direction of the Seward County Commissioners in 2021 to identify areas of unserved and underserved households and businesses for broadband connectivity and to advocate for fiber optic deployment projects across the county. The SCBTF is made of up public and private sector partners representing various stakeholders across Seward County. Below is the feedback from the SCBTF that was unanimously approved during their meeting on Thursday, April 20, 2023:
● The Seward County Commissioners released an RFI on XYZ DATE and RFP on XYZ DATE to solicit partnership from Internet Service Providers (ISP) committed to expanding broadband connectivity in Seward County. Allo was the only ISP that responded to both the RFI and RFP.
● This application receives our strong endorsement because it best fulfills the purpose of the program.
● The proposed service area connects the greatest number of potential users:  153 residences and 8 businesses.
● The proposed quality of service and broad choice of speeds available, symmetrical download/upload speeds (a) 500 Mbps, (b) 1.0 Gbps, and (c) 2.3 Gbps, will serve the residents' broadband needs for many years, providing the most long-term benefit of any provider.
● The Provider is providing significant match.
 
● The Provider has already made substantial investment in Seward County and has demonstrated a commitment to increase its reach to all rural residents throughout Seward County.
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
