The Nebraska Public Service Commission is pleased to provide our annual report on the status of the 
telecommunications industry in the State of Nebraska.  In addition to the data on carriers and customers, 
the Commission has achieved a number of accomplishments on behalf of the people of the State.   
 
First, the Commission has had two major staff changes over the past year.  On October 20, 2007 Mike 
Hybl became Executive Director of the Commission replacing former Director Andy Pollock.  Mr. Hybl 
brings a wealth of experience in a variety of areas including legislative, telecommunications, 
transportation and management.  His broad background and talent has been evidenced every day.  He is 
an asset to Nebraska.    
 
On August 18, 2008 Sue Vanicek became Director of the Nebraska Telecommunications Infrastructure 
and Public Safety Department (NTIPS).  She replaces Jeff Pursley, the first director of the Nebraska 
Universal Fund that over time became the NTIPS program. With years of experience, Ms. Vanicek is well 
versed in telecommunications and the significant changes that have taken place in the industry.  Her 
expertise is an invaluable resource for both the Commission and the State 
 
This year, area code 402 gained an additional half-year life expectancy to the fourth quarter of 2009. The 
Commission has been able to avoid the frustration, cost and confusion of 10-digit dialing since 1999 
because of conservation methods.  We will continue to implement number saving processes until all 
remedies have been exhausted.  The 308 area code continues to remain safe with an estimated exhaust 
date of 2030.   
 
For several years, the Commission has also worked to achieve effective regulation of the wireless 
industry. At the invitation of Federal Communications Commission (FCC) Chairman Kevin Martin, on 
June 12, 2008, I testified before the FCC that wireless early termination fee contracts should be abolished.   
 
In fiscal year, July 1, 2007 – June 30, 2008, the Commission Consumer Division recovered over $70,000 
for Nebraska wireless and landline customers.  With no legislative authority to intervene for wireless 
customers, Commission policy is that all Nebraskans should be accommodated when they suffer service 
and/or billing problems.   It is the Commission’s hope that the Nebraska Legislature will look favorably 
on wireless regulation and give wireless consumers access to oversight similar to that of landline 
customers. 
 
Nebraska is also witnessing unprecedented changes in the telecommunications marketplace. This year, 
McLeod USA Telecommunications Services, Inc exited the Nebraska market and new carriers entered 
providing Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP) technologies. 
 
Earlier this year, the E911 Department reported that the program has the highest level of wireless service 
capability available to date.  Seventy-four counties have implemented Phase II service with at least one 
carrier or are nearly ready to implement the service.

Last year, the Commission reported that 56 counties had implemented Phase I.  Of those, only 12 counties 
had achieved Phase II.  At that time, an additional 28 counties were in the process of implementing Phase 
II.  The Commission expects the majority of counties to have Phase II wireless E911 capability by the end 
of 2009.  Ninety-three percent of Nebraska’s population presently has the service.    
 
In addition 2-1-1, the United Way of the Midlands First Call for Help is now deployed to over 80 percent 
of Nebraska’s population.   
 
The Commission has also studied the Universal Service Fund funding to providers serving high cost areas 
to best target the support below the exchange level. The Commission continues to refine the cost model to 
ensure the support for rural coverage is provided and fair to all customers who support the fund; and, that 
it continues to provide service at comparable rates in compliance with the Telecommunications Acts of 
1934 and 1996.  
 
I encourage you to review the information detailed in this report. We welcome you to call on 
Commissioners and staff of the Nebraska Public Service Commission if we may be of assistance on any 
matter.

1. Telephone Informal Complaints 

 
The following table shows the total number of complaints filed this year and divides the 

complaints between local exchange carriers (LECs), interexchange carriers (IXCs), also known 
as long distance companies, and wireless carriers.  

 
Of the total 1,016 complaints received during the fiscal year 353 were closed in a manner 

that reduced the complainant’s obligations to the carriers by $78,059.26.  This represents average 
savings of $197.34 per complaint.

C.  Departmental Complaints 
 

 The following departmental complaint is pending with the Commission: 
 
DC-71/NUSF-53 Maurice Gene Hand, Director of the Communications Department of the 

Nebraska Public Service Commission and Jeffrey L. Pursley, Director of 
the Universal Service Fund Department of the Nebraska Public Service 
Commission v. Qwest Corporation. 

 
On March 2, 2006, M. Gene Hand, Director of the Communications Department and Jeff 
Pursley, Director of the Universal Service Fund Department, filed a complaint against Qwest 
alleging Qwest violated Commission rules and regulations by failing to provide adequate 
services to its telecommunications customers in the exchange serving Valentine, Nebraska and 
the surrounding area.  A hearing was held on July 20, 2006, in Valentine, Nebraska.  The 
Commission issued an order on September 19, 2006, requiring Qwest to conduct extensive 
testing of the underground cable in the Valentine exchange and replace any sections that failed to 
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test within acceptable ranges.  Further, Qwest was ordered to submit written monthly progress 
reports with the Commission and meet with Staff and Commissioners to deliver progress reports 
and go over the monthly report in person.   Finally, Qwest was ordered to give certain credits to 
rural customers and inspect and replace any faulty interior wiring of rural customers at no charge 
to the customer.  Qwest continues to submit monthly reports to the Commission on the status of 
the rural Valentine exchange and Commissioners, Staff, and Qwest continued to meet on a 
quarterly basis or more frequently when warranted.  Qwest continued to conduct cable testing 
and replace and repair cable throughout the exchange.  Certain customers that continued to 
experience interruptions and other problems were issued wireless satellite telephones to be used 
during the times the customer’s wireline service was interrupted.  Qwest and the Commission are 
continuing to explore further options for long term solutions in the more remote areas of the 
exchange.  The docket remains open and the Commission continues to monitor the service 
quality in the rural areas of the Valentine exchange. 

  
D.  Relay Service Complaints 

 
Relay complaints totaled 32 with 25 complaints regarding traditional (i.e. TTY) relay and 

seven complaints addressing Internet Protocol-based relay (“IP”) for the fiscal year ending June 
30, 2008, as compared to 34 total complaints for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2007.  The IP 
complaints were found to be a result of fraudulent or harassment calls.  Service complaints for 
traditional relay totaled 19 during this period with four of those focused on CapTel service.  
Service complaints often centered on the Communication Assistant (“CA”) involvement with the 
customer.  CapTel complaints were traced in most instances to equipment-related problems when 
users connect the CapTel phones to digital cable service.  The Commission is currently in the 
process of resolving service problems with users of digital cable service four of which were in 
the fraudulent or harassment category.  The Technical Complaints category consisted of four 
complaints with three of those were about users having intermittent trouble in connecting to the 
relay by dialing 711 or provider’s equipment was not programmed to correctly provide the 
translation from 711 to the appropriate ten digit number.  The remaining complaint under the 
technical category dealt with garbling or noise on the line, causing service degradation.  Two 
complaints were categorized as external complaints which typically reside outside of the direct 
control of the relay facility and consequently are not attributed to relay nonperformance.

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PART III 
 

Review of the Availability of Diverse and Affordable 
Telecommunications Services to the People of Nebraska 

 
1.  Telecommunications Act of 1996  

 
The Nebraska Public Service Commission implements key provisions of the 1996 

Telecommunications Act (Act) that facilitate competition while maintaining quality and 
affordable service.  Multiple factors contribute to increased consumer choice.  First, competitive 
local exchange carriers (CLECs) create local competition.  CLECs serve approximately 31 
percent of the state’s access lines, an increase from a 13 percent share two years ago.  Cable 
providers, primarily in the Omaha and Lincoln areas, serve nearly half of the market share 
attributed to CLECs.  Second, wireless companies continue to increase their presence, now 
accounting for over 42 percent of the combined wireline and wireless market and they are 
forecasted to exceed 50 percent during 2006.  The additional choice has not reduced access.  
Ninety-seven percent of Nebraskans continue to possess basic telephone service.   

 
During the previous year, the Commission addressed numerous issues involving 

consumer choice, service quality, safety, distance learning, universal service, and emergent 
technology such as VoIP (Voice over Internet Protocol).  The list below includes some of the 
major issues addressed by the Commission in the last fiscal year: 
 
C-3423   34 Rural Local Exchange Carriers (RLECs) requested that the Commission revise 

the July 20, 2004, Order granting suspension of the FCC requirement to 
implement wireline-wireless number portability pursuant to 47 U.S.C. §251(f)(2).   

 
Several RLECs requested an extension of the date to implement intermodel local number 
portability (LNP), which was set for April 5, 2008.  Other RLECs who requested additional relief 
signed a stipulation with formal interveners to the docket to establish a timeline for implanting 
LNP that will be completed by December 31, 2008.  One RLEC was granted a waiver extending 
the date for implementation of LNP on or before December 31, 2009. 
 
C-3554  In the Matter of the Nebraska Public Service Commission, on its own motion, 

seeking to investigate whether the zones established in Docket C-2516 are 
appropriate in light of NUSF-26 findings and conclusions. 

 
On October 10, 2007, The Commission entered an order modifying the three zones created in 
Docket C-2516 by creating four geographically diverse cost-based zones relative to Qwest for 
the leasing of unbundled network elements to competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs). As a 
result of the deaveraging process in C-2516, competitive carriers leasing loops from Qwest paid 
three different rates depending on whether the customer is located in zone 1, 2, or 3.  In zone 3, 
competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs) are charged sixty-two dollars and forty-nine cents 
($62.49) for a loop regardless of whether the customer was in a town or city, close to a central 
office, or in a sparsely populated unincorporated area. The Commission’s October 10, 2007, 
order created an in-town zone and three out-of-town zones based on the evidence that distance 
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and density were factors which contribute to higher loop costs. This order was challenged by 
Qwest and is currently before the United States District Court for the District of Nebraska. 
 
C-3796 In the Matter of the Application of Cox Nebraska Telecom, LLC, Omaha, seeking 

arbitration and approval of an interconnection agreement, made pursuant to 
Section 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996, with Qwest Corporation, 
Denver, Colorado. 

 
On April 16, 2007, an Application was filed with the Commission by Cox Nebraska Telecom, 
LLC, seeking arbitration and approval of an Interconnection Agreement with Qwest Corporation.  
The 1996 Telecommunications Act and Commission rules set up a system for arbitration and 
mediation between carriers negotiating an interconnection agreement that are unable to reach 
voluntary agreement.  Qwest and Cox selected John Kern as arbitrator for the docket.  The 
parties and the arbitrator agreed that Mr. Kern would issue a recommended decision to the 
Commission based on the pre-filed testimony and briefs without a hearing.   The Arbitrator 
issued his recommended decision on November 12, 2007.   After receiving comments from the 
parties and holding oral arguments January 22, 2008, the Commission issued a final order 
adopting the Arbitrator’s recommended decision on January 29, 2008.   
 
Subsequent to the issuance of the final order, Qwest filed suit in Federal District Court against 
Cox and the Commission challenging the findings in the Commission’s final order.  The suit is 
pending. 
 
C-3829 In the Matter of the Application of Qwest Corporation, Denver, Colorado, seeking 

approval of its Revised Statement of Generally Available Terms (SGAT) pursuant 
to Section 252(f) of the 1996 Telecommunications Act, previously granted in 
Docket C-3313. 

 
On July 10, 2007, Qwest Corporation filed an application with the Commission to modify 
Exhibit B to the Statement of Generally Available Terms and Conditions (SGAT) and its Qwest 
Performance Assurance Plan (QPAP) found in Exhibit K of the SGAT.  The requested 
modifications reflect changes arising from a stipulated agreement entered into by Qwest and 
certain CLECs in meetings between May 23, 2006 and May 17, 2007. The Federal 
Telecommunications Act of 1996 requires this Commission to review the SGAT to ensure they 
comply with Sections 251 and 253 of the Act, as well as all applicable state laws.   The 
Commission approved the modifications to the SGAT on January 29, 2008.   
 
C-3898  Qwest requested permission to merge its long distance entity into its incumbent 

local exchange carrier entity. This docket was opened due to a joint application 
from Qwest Corporation (QC) and Qwest LD Corporation (QLDC) for 
Commission approval of their merger.   

 
No protests or interventions were filed. The Commission approved the merger On March 18, 
2008, unifying Qwest's local and long distance entities. 
 
C-3922  In the Matter of the Application of McLeod USA Telecommunications Services, 

Inc., Hiawatha, Iowa, seeking to cease providing local exchange voice services in 
Nebraska wire centers.  
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By petition filed on April 11, 2008, McLeod USA Telecommunications Services, Inc. requested 
approval to cease providing local exchange switched voice services in Nebraska for certain 
residential and small business customers for whom McLeod USA requires access to last mile 
loop network facilities. McLeod USA is a competitive telecommunications carrier providing 
services through leasing of unbundled network elements mainly from Qwest Corporation.   
McLeod USA cited to a decision of the Federal Communications Commission (FCC) which 
relieved Qwest Corporation from the requirement to offer certain unbundled network elements at 
total element long run incremental costs (TELRIC) rates in nine Omaha wire centers. McLeod 
USA discontinued service to approximately 3000 residential and small business customers. 
 
C-3943/  In the Matter of the Nebraska Public Service Commission, on its own motion, to                            
PI-137 participate in a six month review of Qwest’s Performance Assurance Plans. 
 
On July 15, 2008, the Commission initiated a proceeding to participate in a collaborative effort 
by the fourteen states in Qwest’s Corporation’s service territory to conduct a six month review of 
Qwest’s Performance Assurance Plans (QPAP).   On March 18, 2008, in Docket C-3898, the 
Commission granted Qwest’s application to merge its 272 affiliate into its CLEC, eliminating the 
272 affiliate and triggering a six month review under the provisions of the QPAP.  The Regional 
Oversight Committee (ROC), which is composed of the fourteen Qwest states, have proposed a 
collaborative six month review.  The review is ongoing.

There are currently 105 carriers that have received Certificates of Public Convenience 

and Necessity to provide competitive local exchange services in Nebraska; however, not all 
carriers are currently offering local service in Nebraska.  
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B.  Interconnection Agreements 
 

Under the Telecommunications Act of 1996, a company wanting to compete with a local 
exchange carrier (LEC) needs to enter into an interconnection agreement with the LEC in whose 
territory it wishes to offer service.  A company may reach an interconnection agreement with a 
LEC in one of three ways: 1) It may voluntarily negotiate an interconnection agreement; 2) 
Request adoption of a Commission-approved interconnection agreement in accordance with 
Section 252(i) of the Act; or 3) Ask for mediation or arbitration if voluntary negotiations are not 
successful at reaching a mutually-acceptable interconnection agreement.  All interconnection 
agreements that have been approved by the Commission can be found on the Commission’s 
website at http://www.psc.state.ne.us.  The agreements are divided into the following three 
categories:  1) Voluntarily-negotiated; 2) Section 252(i) Interconnection agreements; and 3) 
Arbitrated. 

 
3.  Service Testing & Outage Report 

The Commission ensures Nebraskans are receiving quality telecommunications service 
by periodically reviewing performance data provided by telephone companies and by monitoring 
consumer complaints for indications of potential problems requiring further investigation.  All 
local exchange carriers are using digital switches designed to perform a series of self-diagnostic 
tests, which makes the monitoring and identification of service quality issues much easier.  The 
Commission’s technical staff offers assistance in identifying the source of service problems and 
is available to assist in resolving service complaints from consumers across the state.  

 
The current service quality standards in the Commission’s Telecommunications Rules 

and Regulations were developed for traditional copper based switched circuit technology.  The 
Commission Staff is conducting the final review of the existing service quality rules and will 
propose changes intended to be technology neutral.  

 
  Reports are required to be filed with the Commission by local exchange carriers when 
service outages are experienced.  The report provides the date and time of the outage, the 
geographic area affected, the cause of the outage, if known, and an estimate of the access lines 
affected.  Within five days, a final report is filed showing the number of customer trouble reports 
received related to the outage and the corrective action taken.

4.  Telecommunications Relay Services 
 
 Telecommunications Relay Services (“TRS”) is a telephone transmission service that 
provides the ability for a person who has a hearing or speech impairment to engage in wireline or 
wireless communication with a hearing person in a manner that is functionally equivalent to 
someone without such a disability.  Such a definition includes services that enable two-way 
communication between an individual who uses a text telephone (“TTY”) or other nonvoice 
terminal device and an individual who does not have such a device.  Communications Assistants 
(“CAs”) transmit (“Relay”) written communication from a text telephone or other nonvoice 
terminal device to a person using a standard telephone.  The person using the standard telephone 
speaks to the CA who transmits the message to the hearing impaired individual.  The relay is 
funded through a monthly surcharge on all access lines, including voice-based wireless lines.  
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The monthly surcharge was 10 cents per access line in 1993 and 1994.  It was seven cents in 
1995, 1996 and 1997.  In 1998, the surcharge was reduced to six cents, and it was reduced to five 
cents for the years 1999 through 2001.  In 2002 and 2003, the surcharge increased to six cents 
and seven cents, respectively.  LB 530, which became law during the 2003 Legislative Session, 
changed the date of the public hearing to determine the surcharge level from October 1 to April 1 
of each year.  This bill also changed the effective date of any annual change mandated by the 
Commission from January 1 to July 1.  For July 1, 2004, through June 30, 2006, the surcharge 
remained at seven cents.  The surcharge was reduced to five cents for the fiscal years ending 
June 30, 2007 and 2008.  The surcharge was reduced this year to four cents beginning July 1, 
2008.     
 
 The definition of TRS extends to speech-to-speech (“STS”), video relay services 
(“VRS”), Internet Protocol (“IP”) and non-English language relay services (Spanish-to-Spanish).  
STS and Spanish-to-Spanish were mandated by CC Docket 98-67, FCC 00-56, In the Matter of 
Telecommunications Relay Services and Speech-to-Speech Services for Individuals with Hearing 
and Speech Disabilitites, (See also Order On Reconsideration CC Docket 98-67, FCC 00-200, 
released June 5, 2000.  This order amended the effective dates for compliance with most of the 
amended rules adopted in the original TRS Order).     
 
 In 1995, the Legislature created the Nebraska Specialized Telecommunications 
Equipment Program (“NSTEP”) which enables qualifying deaf, hard-of-hearing and/or speech-
impaired citizens to obtain specialized telecommunications equipment at no expense, subject to 
certain program restrictions.  Funded by the Relay Surcharge, expensive telecommunications 
equipment, such as text telephones, amplifiers, signaling devices and speech-generating devices 
have been made available to deaf, hard-of-hearing and/or speech-impaired consumers.  For the 
fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, $304,631 was expended in the program compared $330,284 for 
the previous period.  Households served in the fiscal year ending June 30, 2008, total 979 as 
compared to 933 for the previous period.    
 
Summary of Significant Issues Impacting Telecommunications Relay Services  

State Level 
  

1) The March 2008 Order, (C-3897) setting the surcharge for the fiscal year July 1, 
2008, through June 30, 2009, resulted in the surcharge being reduced from $.05 to 
$.04.     

 
2) In March 2008, Hamilton Relay announced the availability of Web CapTel.  

CapTel is a service designed for individuals with some residual hearing, where 
captions are utilized as text to support understanding telephone conversations.   
With Web CapTel, instead of using a specialized CapTel phone, users can now 
make these calls via the Web.  Users with a standard telephone or mobile phone 
use an internet connection and a computer or laptop with a standard web browser 
to read the written captions of what the other party says.  This service is (IP CTS) 
Internet Protocol Captioned Telephone Service.  IP CTS is a form of captioned 
telephone service that transmits the captions between the relay provider and the 
user via the Internet, rather than the Public Switched Telephone Network.      
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In the January 2007, IP CTS Declaratory Ruling, FCC 06-182 Docket, the 
Commission (“FCC”) recognized Internet Protocol (IP) captioned telephone 
service (“IP CTS”) as a form of telecommunications relay service eligible for 
compensation from the Interstate TRS Fund until such time as the Commission 
adopts jurisdictional separation of costs for this service.   

 
3) On December 10, 2007, for approximatly one hour and 40 minutes the CapTel 

Customer Service Center was not able to receive calls due to network circuit 
failure.  Service was restored by 3:02 pm (Central Standard Time).  This outage 
affected the Customer Service telephone lines, not the CapTel service itself. 

 
On July 18, 2007, at 4:05 pm (Central Standard Time) a false fire alarm was 
activated at the Madison CapTel call center that required all Madison agents to 
begin evacuation.  Calls in process with a Madison agent received an evacuation 
notice followed by disconnection of the call.  The calls continued to process at the 
alternate facility in Milwaukee.   

 
Summary of Significant Issues Impacting Telecommunications Relay Services 

Federal Level 
 
A number of issues impacting CG (“Consumer and Governmental Affairs Bureau”) Docket No. 
03-123 (“Telecommunications Relay Services and Speech-to-Speech Services for Individuals 
with Hearing and Speech Disabilities”) are as follows: 
 

1) States and Telecommunications Relay Services providers were required to submit 
their annual consumer complaint log summaries for the 12-month period ending 
May 31, 2008, on or before July 1, 2008.  The FCC requires state TRS programs 
to maintain a log of consumer complaints that allege violations of the federal TRS 
mandatory minimum standards.  The Public Service Commission satisfied this 
requirement by the deadline.  A copy of this complaint summary is available by 
contacting the PSC or accessing the FCC’s website. 

 
2) On June 24, 2008, (FCC 08-151) the FCC released a Report and Order and 

Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking regarding the following; 
 
 Order provisions (by December 31, 2008): 

• The Commission adopts a system for assigning ten-digit telephone 
numbers linked to the North American Numbering Plan (“NANP”) to 
persons using Internet-based TRS; 

• The Commission also determined that a centralized numbering 
directory mechanism be utilized that would map the NANP telephone 
numbers assigned to the Internet-based TRS users to an appropriate 
Internet address (or other unique endpoint identifier); 

• Internet-based TRS providers must provide a process by which 
Internet-based TRS users can register a “default” provider.  Each 
provider must route and deliver all of its Registered Internet-based 
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TRS users’ inbound and outbound calls unless the user chooses to 
place a call with, or receive a call from, an alternate provider; 

• The Order requires Internet-based TRS providers to obtain the 
physical location where the service will first be activated.  The Order 
is intended to ensure emergency calls placed by Internet-based TRS 
users will be routed to the appropriate PSAP by the provider.  The user 
must be provided a means of updating this registration as necessary; 

• The Order contains a provision for TRS providers to communicate the 
new requirements in this order to their users.     

 
Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking: 

• Commission sought comment on:  The modification of the call 
completion requirement when the CA receives an emergency call 
when currently in the process of handling a non-emergency call; 

• Ways in which the Registered Location information might be made 
available to alternative relay providers when a Internet-based TRS user 
places an emergency call through an Internet-based TRS provider 
other than the user’s default provider; and 

• Additional issues concerning multi number assignments to users, 
security issues, unauthorized changes (slamming) and unauthorized 
disclosure of private information. 

 
3) On June 24, 2008, the FCC released a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking regarding 

Speech-to-Speech services (FCC 08-149).  The Notice seeks comment on the 
following issues; 

 
• Whether CAs should stay with a STS call for a minimum of 20 

minutes (current regulations require 15 minutes); 
• Whether STS providers should offer an STS user the option of voice 

muting so the other party would only hear the STS CA re-voicing, not 
the STS user; and 

• Allowing TRS providers to use interactive menus that allow the user to 
reach an STS CA as the first option when dialing 711. 

 
4) In the June 24, 2008 Order, the FCC adopted NECA’s rate recommendations 

(2008 NECA Filing) for payments made to service providers from the Interstate 
TRS Fund for the period July 1, 2008, through June 30, 2009; 

 
• $1.5938 per minute for interstate traditional TRS; 
• $2.7248 per minute for interstate Speech-to-Speech (“STS”).  The 

proposed rate for STS includes an additional $1.131 for outreach;   
• $1.6569 per minute for interstate captioned telephone service (“CTS”) 

and intrastate and interstate Internet Protocol captioned telephone 
service (“IP CTS”); 

• $1.2865 per minute for intrastate and interstate IP Relay; and 
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• Tiered rates of $6.7362 for the first 50,000 monthly minutes, $6.4675 
for monthly minutes between 50,001 and 500,000, and $6.2685 for 
minutes above 500,000 for intrastate and interstate VRS. 

 
5) In the April 4, 2008 Order (DA 08-821), the FCC extended and modified current 

waivers pertaining to interconnected VoIP providers and traditional TRS 
providers.  A summary of this Order is as follows: 

 
• The Commission grants interconnected VoIP providers until March 

31, 2009, to route 711-dialed calls to an appropriate relay center, but 
only within the context of 711-dialed calls in which the calling party’s 
telephone number may not reflect his or her geographic location (this 
happens when a caller is using a “non-geographically relevant” 
telephone number or “nomadic” interconnected VoIP service); 

• Traditional TRS providers are granted until March 31, 2009, to design 
and implement a system to automatically and immediately call an 
appropriate PSAP when receiving an emergency 711-dialed call via an 
interconnected VoIP service. 

 
See also the VoIP 911 Order (not summarized here) which requires interconnected 
VoIP providers to obtain from each customer, prior to offering service, the 
physical location at which the service will first be utilized.  Within that Order is 
also a Registered Location requirement allowing VoIP providers to provide 
consumers with E911 service. 
 

6) On November 19, 2007, the Commission released the 2007 TRS Cost Recovery 
Methodology Order.  This Order adopted new cost recovery methodologies for 
various forms of relay services.  A summary of the highlights follow: 

 
• For interstate traditional TRS and STS, the Commission adopted the 

Multi-state Average Rate Structure (“MARS”) Plan.  The MARS rate 
is calculated by collecting each state’s intrastate TRS and STS rates 
and minutes of use data, and averaging them to determine the 
appropriate interstate rate as described in the 2008 NECA Filing.  The 
plan is also used to determine interstate CTS and intrastate and 
interstate IP CTS; 

• For intrastate and interstate IP Relay, the Commission adopted a price 
cap methodology; 

• For intrastate and interstate VRS, the Commission adopts a tiered rate 
methodology based on call volume.  Tier I includes the first 50,000 
monthly VRS minutes; Tier II includes monthly minutes between 
50,001 and 500,000; and Tier III includes monthly minutes above 
500,000.  

 
7) On September 26, 2007, the Nebraska Public Service Commission filed for 

recertification of its State TRS program.  State TRS programs must be recertified 
every five years to ensure that TRS is being provided on a uniform and consistent 
basis throughout the United States.  This certification must provide evidence that 
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the state program adheres to the mandatory minimum requirements as established 
by the Federal Communications Commission (Commission).  The current TRS 
certifications expire on July 26, 2008.  Applications for renewal were opened by 
the Commission beginning July 26, 2007.  The new certification period covers the 
five year period July 26, 2008, through July 25, 2013.

5.  Extended Area Service 

 
Extended Area Service (EAS) allows customers in one exchange to place calls 

to, and receive calls from another exchange, without paying additional long distance 
charges. The key points of the basic rules and regulations established by the 
Commission relating to EAS are: 
 

• A petition seeking to establish EAS must contain the signatures of either 750 or 
25 percent of the customers of the exchange, whichever is less.  

• To determine if sufficient traffic exists to establish EAS, certain traffic criteria 
must be met in at least two of the three most recent months for which data is 
available.  

• A telephone company may file an Optional Enhanced Area Calling Plan 
(OEACP) as an alternative to EAS.  

• If the minimum required signatures are obtained, and there is sufficient traffic to 
meet the requirements, informational meetings must be held in the petitioning 
exchange to inform the public of the proposed rates for EAS and to assess the 
public’s interest in receiving EAS.  

• Following an unsuccessful attempt at implementing EAS, at least 12 months 
must lapse before additional attempts for EAS are made.  

• When put to a vote, EAS must receive the support of more than 50 percent of the 
customers in the exchange who vote.  

 
Two EAS applications were made during fiscal year 2007: C-3737 and C-3738, 

both requesting the Commission to establish EAS service between the communities of 
Crookston, Kilgore, and Cody. 
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 While sufficient petitions were gathered to initiate a traffic study, the results of 
the study failed to meet the minimum criteria established by the Public Service 
Commission rules. However, Great Plains Communications committed to look further 
into the study data and correspond with customers in the area. 

 
The goal of both Great Plains Communications and the Public Service 

Commission is to determine if there is enough customer support to offer an alternative 
calling program that would be beneficial to the customers of Crookston, Kilgore, and 
Cody. Further information is expected to be provided by Great Plains Communications 
during the October – November 2007 time frame. In the interim these two dockets will be 
held in abeyance until the additional analysis is completed. 

 
 6. Numbering Issues 

 
Area Code Conservation Efforts 

 
Background 

In May of 1999, the Commission received information from the North American 
Number Plan Administrator that the number of assignable prefixes (otherwise known as 
central office NXX codes) available for area code 402 were in danger of being depleted 
in less than two years. The 402 area code covers the eastern third of the state and 
includes the cities of Omaha, Bellevue and Lincoln. 

The Commission opened a public investigation and determined that employing 
number conservation methods could significantly delay the need for area code relief 
measures. Possible area code relief measures are boundary changes, splitting an area 
code, or introducing a new area code overlaid on an existing area code. In September of 
1999, the Commission filed a petition with the Federal Communications Commission 
(FCC) requesting authority to implement area code conservation methods within 
Nebraska, with special attention on the 402 area code. Specifically, the Commission 
requested authority for thousands-block number pooling, reclaiming unused central office 
codes, auditing number assignments, and reviewing number distribution activities of 
service providers. Thousands-block number pooling allows telecommunications carriers 
that require new numbering resources to receive numbers in blocks of 1,000, rather than 
an entire central office code, which consists of 10,000 numbers. 

On July 20, 2000, the FCC released an order granting the Commission’s petition. 
The Commission set July 1, 2001, as the deadline for implementation of thousands-block 
number pooling in the Omaha MSA rate center. The cumulative effect of the 
conservation measures, and the voluntary efforts of the telecommunications carriers in 
Nebraska, resulted in extending the forecasted exhaust date for numbering resources in 
the 402 area code from the second quarter of 2001 to the first quarter of 2004. 

On a national level the FCC set November 24, 2003, as the date at which all 
wireless carriers must be capable of supporting thousands-block pooling regardless of the 
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geographical area served. The FCC also set May 24, 2004, as the date at which all 
wireline carriers serving rate centers in the top 100 MSAs must be capable of supporting 
thousands-block number pooling and local number portability. The only Nebraska MSA 
in the top 100 is Omaha-Council Bluffs. The effect of these pooling requirements, 
combined with continued efforts at the state level, resulted in a new forecast being issued 
in June of 2004 establishing the revised forecasted exhaust date for the 402 area code as 
the second quarter of 2006.  

The national Pooling Administrator has in place all necessary tools and processes 
to enable thousands-block pooling by carriers within the same rate center in both the 308 
and 402 area codes. At the request of the Commission, the Pooling Administrator has 
classified all Nebraska rate centers as voluntary pooling capable. This allows any capable 
carrier to donate to, or use numbering resources from, the thousands-block number 
resource pool instead of opening a new central office code of 10,000 numbers.  

On November 13, 2003, the Commission opened Docket C-3049 to conduct an 
investigation of various proposed solutions for extending the life of area codes 308 and 
402. The Commission held hearings and workshops while staff worked with various 
industry groups to identify and evaluate alternative methods which could extend the life 
of the numbering resources in Nebraska. It was the conclusion of the work shop that 
while alternate methods of implementing thousands-blocks numbering resources were 
technically feasible, there were significant unresolved issues related to the routing of calls 
and appropriate carrier compensation.  

There are two primary methods of extending the life of numbering resources in an 
area code; thousands-block number pooling and rate-center consolidation. Both 
techniques can be applied on a rate-center by rate-center basis to achieve specific 
objectives.  

Thousands Block Number Pooling 
 

As part of the efforts under C-3049, the Commission requested the North 
American Numbering Plan Administrator to conduct a pro forma evaluation of the impact 
of mandatory pooling on the forecasted exhaust date for Area Code 402. The evaluation 
considered only those exchanges in which there are currently two or more carriers. The 
evaluation indicated that mandatory pooling could move the forecasted exhaust date for 
area code 402 from the second quarter of 2006 to the third quarter of 2010.  

Under the current federal rules and regulations the implementation of mandatory 
pooling can occur only if the FCC issued specific authority to Nebraska. On November 
11, 2004, Nebraska submitted a petition to the FCC for delegated authority to implement 
mandatory thousands-block number pooling in selected rate centers within the 402 area 
code. Seven other states submitted similar petitions and all comments submitted to the 
FCC were in support of the petitions.  
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On February 24, 2006, the FCC released “ORDER AND FIFTH FURTHER 
NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULEMAKING”, granting Nebraska’s petition for authority to 
implement mandatory thousands-block number pooling in the 402 area code. The 
Commission used the authority granted to implement mandatory pooling in two steps.  

On March 14, 2006, the Commission issued an order under C-3049 implementing 
mandatory pooling in the rate centers served by Alltel (now Windstream 
Communications), Qwest, and Frontier Communications (Citizens). Because these three 
carriers had been voluntarily participating in thousands block pooling they were able to 
make the transition from voluntary pooling to mandatory pooling in the 155 rate centers 
they serve without any delay.  

On May 3, 2006, the Commission conducted a workshop during which the 
NeuStar Pooling Administrator provided the remaining carriers in the 402 Area Code 
with information concerning the steps and typical time-line used when a rate center 
changes from voluntary pooling to mandatory pooling. Carriers were asked to review the 
proposed time line and provide feedback to the Commission by May 22, 2006. The 
Commission held a hearing on June 1, 2006, and sought comments on the prospect of 
designating all rate centers in the 402 area code as mandatory and a proposed 
implementation schedule for mandatory pooling of the remaining 94 rate centers. No 
parties submitted comments or testimony against designating the remaining 94 rate 
centers as mandatory or proposed an alternate implementation date.  

On June 27, 2006, the Commission issued an order under C-3049 implementing 
mandatory pooling in the remaining 94 rate centers effective November 1, 2006. Two 
carriers, Great Plains Communications, Inc. and Northeast Nebraska Telephone Co were 
in the process of upgrading switch platforms and requested a waiver of the November 1, 
2006, implementation date. Both carriers have completed the upgrade of their switches, 
have donated the excess blocks from their exchanges in the 402 area code, and are fully 
participating in thousands block number pooling.  

One of the advantages of having all rate centers in the 402 Area Code designated 
as mandatory pooling is that any carrier requesting numbering resources will have to 
obtain them at the thousands-block level through the Pooling Administrator. The Pooling 
Administrator will assign a thousands-block from the existing pool or open a full code to 
populate the pool. Only the needed blocks will be assigned leaving the remaining 
resources in the pool available for additional carriers.  

The North American Numbering Plan Administration reports indicate the 
following status of Nebraska’s numbering resources as of August 22, 2008.

The data shows that 22 full NPA-NXX codes in area code 308 have been saved 
since the first thousands-blocks were donated in April 25, 2003, and 98 full NPA-NXX 
codes in area code 402 have been saved by thousands-block number pooling since the 
first thousands-blocks were donated to the pool on October 31, 2001.  

 
The cumulative effect of the proactive conservation measures taken by the 

Commission have resulted in the North American Numbering Plan Administrator 
extending the forecasted exhaust date for the 402 area code from the third quarter of 
2009, reported last year, to the second quarter of 2010. The forecasted exhaust date for 
the 308 area code has been extended from the third quarter of 2029 to the fourth quarter 
of 2030.  However, with the advent of new technologies such as Voice over Internet 
Protocol, free Voice Mail services, and the unknown demand associated with other 
applications requiring numbering resources, these forecasted exhaust dates remain very 
dynamic.  

 
The Commission believes that the number conservation measures we have taken 

in the 402 area code were successful in delaying the need for costly and potentially 
confusing area code relief measures. The Commission will continue to seek out and 
implement number conservation methods and procedures, and will encourage voluntary 
cooperation, including implementing number pooling, by telecommunications carriers 
operating in the 308 area code. These steps should extend the life of our two area codes 
and delay the substantial cost to the industry and ratepayers associated with any area code 
relief plan. 

 
Local Number Portability 

 
One of the benefits of thousands-block number pooling is the capability of 

implementing Local Number Portability (LNP). As carriers have upgraded their 
switching software to use numbering resources in blocks of a thousand they have also 
gained the ability to support the porting of a customer’s number between carriers. By 
December 31, 2008 all Nebraska exchanges except one will be capable of supporting 
LNP. The remaining exchange will implement LNP by December 31, 2009.  

The ability to port a number between traditional wireline carriers and between 
wireless carriers is called intra-modal portability. Porting a number between a wireline 
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carrier and a wireless carrier is called inter-modal portability. For wireline and 
interconnected VoIP carriers telephone numbers can be ported from one carrier to another 
in the same rate center. You cannot port a number assigned in one rate center to a carrier 
in another rate center.  

Because the coverage area assigned to wireless carriers by the FCC is different 
from that of wireline carriers, you can port your wireline number to a wireless carrier if 
their coverage area of the wireless carrier overlays the rate center your wireline number is 
associated with. You could even physically move to a rate center other than your original 
rate center and kept the same phone number as long as the wireless carrier has authority 
to provide coverage in that area. However, you can only port your wireless number to a 
wireline carrier in the same rate center your wireless number is associated with.  

Local Number Portability is another conservation tool that is being used to extend 
the life of Nebraska’s 308 and 402 Area Codes.   

 
Rate Center Consolidation 

 
Rate Center consolidation is the process of merging two or more rate centers 

geographical adjacent to each other into a single rate center for the purposes of number 
assignments and the rating and routing of calls. In metropolitan areas rate center 
consolidation can have a major impact on extending the life of an area code because 
numbering resources previously allocated to a single rate center can now be used across a 
wider geographical area.  

The Commission will continue to encourage Nebraska carriers to look for 
opportunities to use rate center consolidation to extend the life of our area codes, 
especially 402.  

7.  N11 Dialing Code 

Background 

The FCC designated various three-digit dialing, or “N11,” codes for specific 
purposes in CC Docket 92-105, In the Matter of the Use of N11 Codes and Other 
Abbreviated Dialing Arrangements. State commissions, in turn, are delegated the 
responsibility of implementing the assigned dialing codes. Nebraska has assigned the use 
of “211”, “511”, “711 and “811”.” By tradition 911 has been reserved for access to 
emergency services, typically through a Public Service Answering Point (PSAP). For 
each code, carriers seeking cost recovery are required to make an application to the 
Commission for reimbursement. To date, no carriers have applied for cost recovery.  

 
Specific information on the N11 dialing codes implemented in Nebraska is 

provided in the following sections.  
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211 Dialing Code 

The Commission assigned “211” to United Way of the Midlands for access to 
“First Call for Help.” First Call for Help connects people in need of health and human 
services assistance with the appropriate providers of such services. Dialing “211” does 
not result in any additional telephone charges for the consumer.  
 

Current Status 

United Way continues to expand the availability of First Call For Help to the citizens of 
Nebraska through 211. The current status of 211 Access is shown on the following page:

Currently 40 Nebraska counties have entered into an agreement with United Way 

of the Midlands to provide service through 211. Based on the 2007 Census figures, 
82.3% of Nebraska residents can reach United Way of the Midlands by dialing 211.  

 
A.  Nebraska 211 Coverage 

 
The map on the next page shows the current status of 211 in Nebraska. 
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311 Dialing Code 

311 is the nationally assigned access code for non-emergency police and 
government services and have not been implemented in Nebraska at this time.  

411 Dialing Code 

411 is the nationally assigned access code to local directory services. When a 
consumer dials 411 they will be connected with the directory assistance service provided 
by carrier (local exchange carrier, wireless carrier, or if a 1+ is dialed first their long 
distance carrier). Charges may be incurred for use of is service which are contained in  
tariffs on  file with the Commission for certified local and long distance carriers.  

511 Dialing Code 

Weather reports and route specific road conditions can be obtained 24 hours a day 
for interstate and state highways throughout Nebraska by dialing 511 from any telephone in 
Nebraska. There is no charge to callers. The Nebraska State Patrol and Department of 
Roads manage this program.  

611 Dialing Code 

611 is assigned nationally as the access code to a carrier’s repair service 
organization.  

711 Dialing Code 

In CC Docket 92-105, In the Matter of the Use of N11 Codes and Other 
Abbreviated Dialing Arrangements the FCC designated 711 as the national dialing code 
designated for access to all telecommunication relay services (TRS). The Nebraska Public 
Service Commission opened Application No. C-2417 to examine issues related to the 
implementation of three-digit, 711, for access to all telecommunication relay services 
(TRS) in Nebraska. The FCC order further established an October 1, 2001, deadline for all 
telecommunications carriers, including wireline, wireless, PBX and payphone providers. 
On January 9, 2001, the Commission approved C-2417 and established June 29, 2001, as 
the implementation deadline for 711 in Nebraska three months ahead on the federal 
mandate. 

The Nebraska Relay Service is designed to enable persons who are Deaf, Hard of 
Hearing, or Speech Disabled to communicate on the telephone with the general public.  

The current status of the Nebraska Relay Service can be found in Part III, Section 4 
of this report.  

811 Dialing Code 

Nebraska statute (76-2301 – 76-2330) established the One-Call Notification System 
Act for the purpose of preventing injury to persons, damage to property and the 
interruption of utility services resulting from accidents caused by damage to underground 
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facilities. Since 1995, Diggers Hotline has been the link between people who want to 
excavate and the underground facility owner/operators. Access to the Diggers Hotline 
center, located in Omaha, has been through either the local number (402) 344-3565 or the 
toll free number (800) 331-5666. The State Fire Marshal’s Office is the oversight 
organization for the One-Call Notification System. 

On March 14, 2005, under the Sixth Report and Order in CC Docket 92-105, In the 
Matter of the Use of N11 Codes and Other Abbreviated Dialing Arrangements, the FCC 
designated 811 as the national abbreviated code to be used by states and delegated the 
authority to states to address the technical and operation issues associated with the 
implementation of the 811 code. This national abbreviated code does not change the 
numbers currently used to access the One-Call Notification System – it will simply provide 
an easily recognized N11 code to establish the connection to the One-Call Notification 
System. Per the FCC order April 13, 2007, was set as the implementation date for 811.  

An 811 Task Force was established by the Nebraska Public Service Commission 
and consisted of the Chairman of the Commission, Director of Diggers Hotline and 
representatives of both the wireline and wireless carriers in Nebraska. Because the 
implementation of 811 would be accomplished in the same manner as previous N11 dialing 
codes, it was determined that there were no technical implementation issues.  

One operational concern was how to handle a misdialed 911 call. It was 
recommended by Diggers Hotline, and approved by the Task Force, that when a person 
dials 811 a simple message would be given stating if they were trying to reach 911 for an 
emergency they should hang up and redial.  

On December 19, 2006, the Nebraska Public Service Commission issued  
C-3479/PI-107 setting April 13, 2007, as the deadline for all carriers to implement the 
routing of 811 to the toll free number provided by Diggers Hotline (888-827-9309) and all 
carriers were to include 811 information in all directories published after April 1, 2007.  

811 has been implemented in all Nebraska telephone exchanges.  

911 Dialing Code 

911 is the nationally designated access code to Emergency Services. Detailed 
information on the state of 911 in Nebraska is found in Part VIII, Section A of this report. 

 
8.  Nebraska Internet Enhancement Fund 

 
 The Nebraska Internet Enhancement Fund (NIEF) was established to provide 
financial assistance to install and deliver broadband or other advanced telecommunications 
infrastructure and service throughout the state.  The first round of grants was successfully 
completed in the spring of 2006.  The Commission staff, with the assistance of the NIEF 
Advisory Board, evaluated the initial grant awards and projects and solicited feedback and 
comment for grant recipients in preparation for a second round of grants.   
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The round two Pre-Application period opened on June 1, 2006.  Five pre-
applications were submitted by the September 15, 2006, deadline.  Three pre-applicants 
were invited to submit full applications for funding by November 15, 2006.  On January 
30, 2007, the Commission awarded grants to The Village of Broadwater in the amount of 
$75,000; The Village of Dix in the amount of $50,000; and The Furnas and Harlan County 
Partnership in the amount of $112,316.  Each project is expected to be completed within 
one year from the date the grant is awarded.   

 
9.  The Nebraska Competitive Telephone Marketplace Fund 

 
The Competitive Marketplace Fund consists of voluntary payments made by Qwest 

for failure to comply with the requirements of a Quality Performance Assurance Plan 
(“QPAP”).  The QPAP became effective once Qwest was approved by the Federal 
Communications Commission (“FCC”) to provide long distance service in Nebraska.  For 
fiscal year 2007-08, voluntary payments deposited to the fund totaled $12,426.00 as 
compared to $37,200 for the fiscal year 2006-07.  Voluntary payments consist both of Tier 
1 and Tier 2 payments with Tier 1 being remitted directly to Competitive Local Exchange 
Carriers (CLECs) and Tier 2 remitted to the Public Service Commission (“Commission”). 
 

The QPAP provides that periodic audits of Qwest’s performance be analyzed by an 
independent firm.  For the test year 2004 and 2005, Liberty Consulting was chosen by a 
collaborative consisting of 13 states in Qwest’s service area to conduct the audit.  Liberty 
released the “Final Report on the Audit of Qwest’s Performance Assurance Plan” (“2005 
Audit Report”) on November 30, 2007.  Liberty Consulting was directed to verify the 
accuracy of the 2005 Qwest Performance Assurance Plan payments to competitive local 
exchange carriers and the states participating in the audit as well as audit regional 
performance results for selected measures.  
 

Costs charged to the program for fiscal year 2007-08 were $10,033 of which $7,813 
consisted of accounting and auditing services for monitoring the Qwest Performance 
Assurance Plan. 
 

In 2008, the Legislature passed LB 755 which lowered the maximum balance in the 
fund from $100,000 to $30,000.  See Neb. Rev. Stat. 86-127 (LB 755, 2008).  If the fund 
balance exceeds $30,000 dollars the Commission is responsible for remitting such excess 
to the Nebraska Internet Enhancement Fund.  Pursuant to that directive, $70,162 was 
initially transferred to the Nebraska Internet Enhancement Fund.   
 



 

PART IV  
 

Review of the Level of Rates of Local Exchange 
And Interexchange Companies 

 
 
          This section of the report provides current local rates and historical information 
on local rate changes of carriers, in addition to discussing some changes that are taking 
place in the long distance market.  Due to the introduction of competition in some local 
exchanges, financial information – specifically the financial status of local exchange 
companies, has been omitted from the report. 

  
1.  Local Exchange Rates 

 
Local exchange rates for Nebraska incumbent local exchange companies (ILECs), 

and competitive local exchange carriers (CLECs) are listed in table B following.  The rates 
listed provide basic dial tone service and exclude subscriber line charges, custom calling 
features, and extended area service charges.  Table A following shows the changes to basic 
local rates which have taken place over the past 10 years.  Currently, two companies have 
pending proposed basic local rate increases to their customers.     

 
Windstream Communications sent notice in April that they were proposing a rate 

increase to their business customers effective in the August billings.  Their proposal is to 
increase the rate for Business, Coin and Key Line customers from $27.50 to $29.99 
monthly.  For customers subscribing to an Incoming Only Line, the current rate of $26.75 
will increase to $28.99 monthly.  Statutory provisions provide that at least 3% of 
Windstream’s affected customers must present complaints with the Commission in order to 
have the Commission review this proposal.  Since there are 14,748 customers affected, 
complaints of at least 443 customers must be filed with the Commission to trigger the 
review.  Customers will have until August 26, 2008, to file their complaints with the 
Commission.   

 
Great Plains Communications has also proposed a rate increase which affects both 

its residential and business customers.  In July, their customers were notified of the 
proposal which would increase the residential rate from $17.50 to $19.20 monthly.  The 
rate change proposal would increase current Business, Coin, and Key Line rates of $27.50 
to $29.95 monthly.  Under the statutory provisions, 5% of the affected customers need to 
file complaints with the Commission for review of the rate increase.  Since 25,934 
customers are affected, 1,297 will need to file complaints by October 20, 2008, for the 
Commission to review the proposal.  In each of these cases, if customers do not meet the 
complaint requirements the Commission will notify the company and the rate increases will 
go into effect as proposed.   

 
The Telecommunications Act of 1996 provided that other competitive carriers 

could enter the telecommunications market and compete with the incumbent carriers 
through the use of their own facilities or unbundled facilities provided by the incumbents.  
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As of this report, 96 certified competitive carriers have been authorized by the Commission 
to compete in the local service areas of 4 of the 46 incumbent carriers in the State.  Of 
those 96 carriers, 34 report that they are serving end-user customers as of December 31, 
2007.  This represents 33 percent of the total access lines in the State.  No competitive 
carriers have been authorized to compete in areas served by the other 42 incumbent local 
carriers in Nebraska.   

 
2.  Financial Statistics 

 
   The financial information related to local exchange company earnings is not being 

reported for 2007.  Competition is being introduced into this market and company-specific 
data may reveal competitively sensitive information.  Thus, the annual reports filed by the 
local exchange companies remain available at the Commission for use by Commissioners 
and Commission staff.  Portions of the reports that are not proprietary are available for 
public inspection. 

 
3.  Long Distance Telephone Rates/Access Charges 

 
Long distance rates have been competitive in Nebraska for a number of years.  

Customers have many choices for providers and those providers offer a wide range of long 
distance plans tailored to various consumer calling habits.  Approximately 230 
interexchange carriers are certified to compete in the long distance market in Nebraska.  

 
The cost to long distance carriers for originating and terminating these calls is paid 

through the access charge regime.  Access charges represent the per minute rate a long 
distance carrier must pay an ILEC to originate or terminate a call on the ILEC’s network.  
Long distance companies for a number of years have wanted reform of the complicated 
access charge system, and industry groups and the National Association of Regulatory 
Utility Commissions (NARUC) have attempted to get consensus on a mechanism to 
replace access charges.  One of the recent proposals filed with the Federal Communications 
Commission (FCC) was called the “Missoula Plan”.  It attempts to simplify the intercarrier 
compensation plans, deal with the issues brought about by newer technologies, and 
accommodate other changes that have taken place in the industry.  The plan is still pending 
before the FCC.  

 
Recently, in Nebraska, Qwest filed an application to increase its intrastate access 

rates.  Their filing indicates that their weighted average access rate is now approximately 
$.021 per minute of use.  This proposed rate increase if approved would increase Qwest’s 
average intrastate access rate to approximately $.048 per minute of use and generate an 
additional $7 million annually in access revenue.  The affected long distance companies 
have been notified of the proposal which is now pending before the Commission with a 
hearing scheduled in October. 
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4.   Explanation of Telephone Bill Charges 
 
 Customers continue to complain to the Commission that a high percentage of their 
bill is attributable to “taxes and surcharges”.  In some cases, the tax and surcharge portion 
represents nearly 20% of the total bill.  On page 42, we have listed a number of the 
surcharges and/or taxes which may appear on a telephone bill, and have attempted to 
explain the nature and the jurisdiction for the charge.  A couple of recent changes which 
took place since our last report are changes to the Federal Excise Tax and the expansion of 
the In-State Connection Fee. 
 
 In May of 2006, the Treasury Department announced that the 3% excise tax on long 
distance telephone service would be terminated.  The legality of this tax on long distance 
service was overturned by five different federal appeals courts, and the Internal Revenue 
Service was faced with refunding the tax.  This became the basis for consumers to apply 
for excise tax refunds on their 2006 Federal Income Tax returns.  Although consumers and 
carriers have urged Congress to repeal the excise tax on local telephone service, to date that 
has not happened and the excise tax remains on the bill. However, the remaining excise tax 
will only be applied to the local portion of the telephone bill.   
  
 AT&T announced in April of 2007 that they were implementing an In-State 
Connection Fee on all their Nebraska business customers.  The reason for the $2.99 
monthly charge was due to the local companies in Nebraska charging AT&T to carry their 
in-state long distance and local toll calls.  The fee is waived for customers who subscribe to 
AT&T local service and customers making no in-state long distance calls during the month.  
Although this change relates to Business customers only, a similar fee which applies to 
residential AT&T customers was introduced in October of 2003. This fee was increased 
from $1.13 to $1.63 per month in February of 2005.

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C.  Explanation of Charges Which 
May Appear on Your Telephone Bill 

 
Basic Residential Service - The monthly rate charged by companies to provide 
telecommunications service to a residence (home or apartment) within their local calling 
area. 
 
Extended Area Service - A monthly flat fee charged by telecommunications companies 
that allows users to place an unlimited number of calls to or receive calls from nearby 
communities with no additional charges. 
 
Number Portability Charge - A charge set by the Federal Communications Commission 
(FCC) to recover costs associated with allowing customers to retain their telephone number 
when changing from one local company to another. 
 
Federal Subscriber Line Charge - A charge set by the FCC that customers pay to their 
local phone company to cover part of the cost of connecting customers to the telephone 
network.  It is currently capped at $6.50 per month for the first residential line and single 
business lines.  The monthly charge can vary by company. 
 
Telecommunications Relay Service Surcharge - A surcharge set by the Nebraska Public 
Service Commission (NPSC) to operate the statewide telecommunications system for the 
hearing and speech impaired.  The program also provides financial aide to eligible 
Nebraskan’s for the purchase of specialized telephone equipment necessary to use relay 
services. Equipment program beneficiaries may apply for equipment vouchers no more 
than once every five years.  The charge is reviewed annually by the NPSC and is currently 
$.04 per/month per telephone number in service. 
 
911 Service Surcharge - A charge assessed by and remitted to the city or county to 
provide funding to operate emergency service centers. Typically this charge ranges from 
$.50 to $1.00 per month per telephone number. 
 
Wireless E911 Surcharge - A charge assessed by the state and remitted to the NPSC to 
fund the implementation of the Wireless E911 program which allows emergency 
responders to accurately locate wireless devices that have placed 911 calls.  Currently the 
charge is $.50 per month on each telephone number in service. 
 
Nebraska Universal Service Surcharge - A surcharge set by the NPSC on in-state 
telecommunications charges.  It is disbursed to local phone companies, wireless companies, 
and Nebraska hospitals to defray a portion of the cost of providing services in high-cost 
areas, to low-income customers, and to critical access hospitals which provide medical 
services over the statewide Nebraska Tele-Health Network.  The charge has not exceeded 
the current level (6.95%) since it was established in 1999. 
 
Federal Tax (Excise Tax) - A 3% tax which funds general federal government operations. 
 
State Sales Tax - Tax assessed by and remitted to the state (currently 5.5%) on local and 
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in-state long distance telecommunications charges.  It funds general state government 
obligations. 
 
City Sales Tax (if applicable) - Tax assessed by and remitted to city to fund general 
municipal obligations. City sales taxes, if they exist, vary by city. 
 
City Occupation or Franchise Tax (if applicable) - Tax assessed to telephone companies 
(passed on to customers) by the city for the right to do business in the community. 
Occupation or Franchise taxes, if they exist, vary by city. 
 
Federal Universal Service - All telecommunications service providers must contribute to 
the Federal Universal Service Fund based on a percentage of their interstate end-user 
revenues. The fund supports the following four programs: Lifeline/Linkup, High-cost, 
Schools and Libraries and Rural Health Care. The rate is recalculated by the FCC quarterly, 
is usually passed on to consumers and varies by company. 
 



 

PART V  
Recommendations for the 2009 Legislative Session 

 
 

 The Commission, as of the date of this Annual Report, recommends the 
Legislature consider the following legislation relating to telecommunications for the 2009 
Session: 

 
• §86-141 to clarify the language on basic local rate increases and correct cross 

references.

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PART VI  

 
The Changing Face of Communications 

 
The three new issues identified in the last Annual Report continue to evolve and provide 
new opportunities for customers and new challenges for the Commission. 
 

1.  Broadband 
Broadband is a generic term commonly used to refer to Internet access through 

some means other than dial-up.  For years, "broadband" has referred to a high-speed 
connection, but the actual speed threshold has varied.  On June 12, 2008 the FCC 
released a Report and Order and Further Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (FCC 08-89) 
which established new broadband connection speed categories and changed the 
geographic reporting level  

 
In addition to establishing new broadband connection speed categories, the FCC 

will now require service providers to report both the upload and the download speed 
using the new speed categories for each type of technology they offer in each individual 
geographic reporting area. The new broadband connection speed categories are: 

 
(1) First Generation Data – greater than 200 kbps but less than 768 kbps;  
(2) Basic Broadband Tier 1 – equal to or greater than 768 kbps but less than 1.5 

mbps;  
(3) Broadband Tier 2 – equal to or greater than 1.5 mbps but less than 3.0 mbps;  
(4) Broadband Tier 3 – equal to or greater than 3.0 mbps but less than 6.0 mbps,  
(5) Broadband Tier 4 – equal to or greater than 6.0 mbps but less than 10.0 

mbps;  
(6) Broadband Tier 5 – equal to or greater than 10.0 mbps but less than 25.0 

mbps;  
(7) Broadband Tier 6 – equal to or greater than 25.0 mbps but less than 100.0 

mbps; and  
(8) Broadband Tier 7 – equal to or greater than 100 mbps 
 
The Report and Order will requires service providers to report their future 

broadband capabilities and the number of service connections based upon Census Track 
geography rather than the current 5-digit ZIP code geography. The FCC contends that 
this method will increase the accuracy and granularity of the data being reported. While 
this assertion may be valid in metropolitan areas, in states with a more rural population, 
such as Nebraska, we believe it will have the opposite effect. In Nebraska there are 565 
5-digit zip codes while there are only 503 census tracts. An examination of the 
differences between the two major metropolitan areas in Nebraska and the remainder of 
the state demonstrates this granularity problem.  
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As shown in the following map there are 57 ZIP codes associated with the Post 
Office names Lincoln and Omaha. These 57 ZIP codes have a population base of 763,307 
and cover an area of 503 square miles. In comparison there are 198 Census Tracks for 
Omaha and Lincoln with a population base of 757,798 covering an area of 383 square 
miles. Thus in a metropolitan environment such as Lincoln and Omaha Census Tracts do 
provide a higher level of granularity as shown in the following map.

However, when the remainder of the state is examined there is a 
marked difference. When the Lincoln and Omaha metropolitan area are 
removed from the State totals there are 508 ZIP codes with a population of 
1,044,239 covering an area of 76,785 square miles. There are 305 Census 
Tracks for the same corresponding area containing a population of 1,049,771 
and covering an area of 76,969 square miles; a marked difference in 
granularity as shown in following map.  
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The typical forms of technology used as transport for broadband are DSL, cable-
modem, wireless, optical fiber, and satellite technologies.  

 
DSL broadband service generally uses the existing installed telephone wiring, and is 

typically provided over the incumbent local exchange carriers’ facilities, and is limited to a 
distance of about three to five miles from the central office depending upon the equipment 
installed.  Cable modem is typically provided by the local cable company and requires a 
connection to the cable provider.  Depending upon the data transmission speed desired, DSL 
and cable modem service are usually similar in cost and effectiveness.  

 
Wireless and satellite technologies continue to gain broadband market shares due in 

part to their ability to provide coverage to areas that are beyond the maximum distance for 
DSL or where video cable service is not available.  While wireless and satellite service is 
typically more costly than DSL or cable modem, competition and equipment technology 
improvements are bringing the price points closer together. 

 
Because broadband is traditionally used to access the Internet, and Internet-related 

services, broadband service has been defined by the Federal Communications Commission as 
“information services” and therefore is not under the regulatory authority of states. As more 
and more of the Internet-related services offered to the citizens of Nebraska require 
broadband connectivity, broadband availability will become a larger issue.  The NPSC has 
undertaken a survey to document the availability of broadband to the citizens of Nebraska.  
The report is available at the PCS’s website:  www.psc.state.ne.us. 
 

2.  Broadband over Power Line 
Broadband over Power Line (BPL) is a technology used to deliver high-speed data to 

end-users over existing electric power networks and lines.   

BPL, also known as power-line communication, utilizes portions of the electric power 
distribution network for the high-speed transmission of data by transmitting high-frequency 
data signals through the same wires used for carrying electric power to households. In a 
common form of BPL, the broadband connection is provided over the electrical wires that 
enter a house; a customer can obtain Internet access by plugging a BPL modem into any 
residential electric outlet served by the BPL system. In another form of BPL, Internet access 
is provided using a wireless device (such as a WiFi access point) connected to a BPL 
distribution system outside of the home that communicates with the customer’s computer or 
other equipment inside the home. It is important to note that BPL technology, in its current 
form, is not suitable for carrying broadband signals over long distances.  A typical BPL 
signal will only propagate along a power line for 1,000 to 3,000 feet before it becomes too 
weak or distorted to be useful.  

 
 While innovation and technology continue to expand the capability of BPL, in its 

current form it does not appear to be a cost effective method of providing ubiquitous 
broadband in Nebraska.  
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3.  Voice over Internet Protocol 
 

Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP) is a technology that provides a voice 
communication service by transmitting the conversation between two parties as discrete 
digital packets of information over a dedicated network instead of the traditional public 
switched telephone network (PSTN).  

In just a few short years VoIP has moved from a novelty used by hobbyists to a 
mainstream commercial product. The major differences between a traditional telephone call 
and a VoIP call is the conversion of the customer’s analog voice signal into a digital signal 
and the way in which that digital information is then transmitted to the called party. 
Equipment at the consumer’s location is used to convert the analog voice signal to a stream 
of digital information. The digital information is divided into a series of individual “packets” 
that are sent over a dedicated transmission facility to the termination point. The transmission 
protocol  used is called “internet protocol” giving rise to the name of the service; Voice Over 
Internet Protocol. At the receiving end the packets of digital information are converted back 
into an analog signal which can be understood on the called party’s telephone.  
 

Another way of visualizing this process is to consider that the conversation is 
occurring as a written exchange between two people through a series of individual letters, 
each letter having just a few words of the conversation.  Depending upon which digital data 
packets are missing, out of order, or corrupted, the voice conversation may either have gaps 
or be hard to understand.  Due to Quality of Service (QoS) issues most commercial VoIP 
services do not use the traditional Internet to transmit the voice packets; instead dedicated 
networks are used to ensure the desired transmission quality.  
 

Typically a voice conversation between two VoIP customers from the same service 
provider will occur over the providers dedicated network and it never reaches the PSTN 
much like a call between two telephones in an office that is served by a Private Branch 
Exchange (PBX).  A voice conversation between a VoIP customer and a customer of a 
traditional telephone service provider is different from the respect that the call must travel on 
the PSTN at some point. In the traditional telephone service environment when telephone 
calls are passed from the customers of one company to the customers of another company, 
there are charges associated with the communication called “access” and “transmission”.  
Because of the network design employed by VoIP providers they are able to minimize the 
amount of “transmission” charges and when the call is between two of their customers, even 
if the parties are located in different cities, typically “access” charges do not apply.  
 

With the passage of LB 661 during the 2007 Legislative session, certain requirements 
were imposed on non-certificated Communications Providers (CPs) and Information Service 
Providers (ISPs), including VoIP providers.  Under the provisions of LB 661, both CPs and 
ISPs are required to register with the Commission and provide contact information for their 
Nebraska operations.  Further, VoIP providers are now required to remit to the Nebraska 
Universal Service Fund, the E911 Fund, and the Telecommunications Relay Service for the 
deaf and hard of hearing.  The Commission is currently in the process of implementing the 
provisions of LB 661.

Nebraska Telecommunication Infrastructure 
 & Public Safety Department 

 
1. Nebraska Universal Service Fund 

 
Purpose 

 
To ensure that all Nebraskans have access to quality telecommunications and information 

services at affordable and comparable rates.  To accomplish this goal, the Commission has 
created three programs within the Nebraska Universal Service Fund. 
 
1. High Cost Program, which seeks to make telecommunications and information service 

rates generally affordable and comparable across Nebraska. 
 
2. Nebraska Telephone Assistance Program (NTAP), which was formerly known as the 

Lifeline/Link-Up Program.  This program provides discounted rates to qualifying low-
income Nebraskans. 

 
3. Rural Tele-Health Program, which supports the provision of telecommunications services 

to a statewide Tele-Health network. 
 

Legislative History 
 

In 1997, the Legislature passed LB 686, authorizing the Commission to create the 
Nebraska Universal Service Fund (NUSF).  The goal of the NUSF is, in conjunction with 
federal universal service funds, to ensure that all Nebraskans have comparable access to 
telecommunications services at affordable prices. In 1999, the Legislature passed LB 514, 
exempting persons receiving support from the Lifeline/Link-Up program from any NUSF 
surcharge. In 2001 and 2002, the Legislature passed LB 389 and LB 1211, respectively, 
clarifying the Commission’s NUSF authority regarding wireless companies. Also, in 2002, 
the Legislature passed LB 1105, which re-codified the applicable NUSF statutes from §§ 86-
1401 to 86-1411 to §§ 86-316 to 86-329. LB 37, passed in 2002, during the special session, 
allows the State to borrow monies from the Universal Service Fund with the following 
caveats: a 60-day reserve must be maintained in the Fund, and interest of five percent must 
be paid on any monies borrowed for more than 30 days. The borrowing provisions sunset on 
June 30, 2007.  In 2004, LB 1004 changed the name of the Lifeline/Link-Up Program to the 
Nebraska Telephone Assistance Program. 

 
In 2007, LB 661 provided that consistent with the federal Telecommunications Act of 

1996 (1996 Act) all providers of telecommunications may be assessed the NUSF surcharge 
which is currently applicable to a percentage of intrastate telecommunications.  The Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC) had found that there is a distinction between providers 
of telecommunications and those who offer telecommunications services.  Accordingly, the

Nebraska Telecommunications Universal Service Fund Act was modified to clarify the intent 
that the Commission has the flexibility to assess the same providers consistent with the 1996 
Act.  
 

In addition, LB 661 extended the date by which the Commission is required to hold 
and complete a hearing after an access rate investigation or complaint is opened.  Prior to LB 
661 the Commission had sixty (60) days to complete a hearing in an access rate proceeding 
leaving little time for a protest period, a prehearing conference, discovery, and the filing of 
testimony.  LB 661 changed this time period from sixty (60) to ninety (90) days.  

 
Assessment 

 
The Commission, by order and after public hearing, maintained the NUSF surcharge 

at 6.95 percent of in-state retail telecommunications revenue through June 30, 2008.   
Interstate and Internet services are not subject to the NUSF surcharge.  The Commission 
determines assessable services through the use of Federal Communications Commission 
(FCC) federal universal service definitions in order to reduce the amount of duplicate 
administrative work for telecommunications providers.  Specific categories of services 
subject to the NUSF surcharge are: 

 
• Local service, including connection charges, enhanced services, such as Caller ID, 

and extended area services (EAS). 
• Wireless services, including cellular, PCS, and paging. 
• In-state long distance services, including prepaid calling card, operator-assisted, 

collect, calling card and private line. 
•  Fixed Interconnected Voice over the Internet Protocol (VoIP) service. 

 
NUSF Remittances and Payments 

 
The Commission initially projected the NUSF surcharge would generate $60.5 

million during the July 2007 through June 2008 fiscal year. However, due to the 
implementation of the FCC’s revised safe harbor provisions, described below, the 
Commission revised its projection to $53.9 million for the same fiscal year.  During this 
period, the NUSF collected $51.2 million, an initial variance of -15.4 percent, and a revised 
variance of -5.0 percent.  The Commission projected during this same period the NUSF 
would pay out $56.3 million.  During this period, $56.6 million was actually paid to 
telecommunications providers, a variance of 0.5 percent.  During the 2007-2008 fiscal year, 
the NUSF processed 2,825 remittances and made 1,654 disbursements. 
 

As of July 2007, the NUSF balance was $15.4 million.  As of June 30, 2008, that 
balance had declined to $7.6 million.  Previously, the NUSF was estimated to have a fund 
balance of $12.8 million, later revised to $7.8 million, as of June 30, 2008, compared to an 
actual balance of $7.6 million.   
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Significant Issues 
 
1. In October 2007, the Commission opened an investigation to review a significant 

reduction in NUSF remittances.  The Commission found the reduction in remittances 
resulted from the implementation of FCC’s revised safe harbor provisions by wireless 
carriers remitting to the NUSF.  In light of the reduction of revenues into the fund, the 
Commission was required to make further reductions to the high cost program including 
decreasing the overall amount of high cost support to $43.5 million, and implementing a 
25% reduction to over-earnings redistribution (OER). 

 
2. The Commission continues to work with the Nebraska Hospital Association to develop a 

statewide Tele-Health network.  The Commission has reserved $900,000 a year for this 
purpose.  These monies will be distributed only to eligible telecommunications 
companies that provide the connections for this network.   

 
3. The Commission previously reported on the significance of the deployment of Voice over 

the Internet Protocol (“VoIP”) services in Nebraska. In 2006, the Federal 
Communications Commission (FCC) issued an order which required Interconnected 
VoIP service providers to contribute to the federal universal service fund. In April of 
2007, the Commission found that consistent universal service remittance standards 
should be applied to all voice communications providers utilizing the public switched 
telephone network and entered an order requiring interconnected VoIP providers as 
defined by the FCC to contribute to the Nebraska universal service fund (NUSF) based 
upon the intrastate portion of their revenues. A number of Interconnected VoIP providers 
were contributing to the NUSF. However, Vonage Holdings Corp. (Vonage) was not in 
compliance with the Commission’s order.   In November of 2007, the Director of the 
Department filed a complaint against Vonage seeking an order compelling Vonage to 
remit to the NUSF. Vonage challenged the Commission’s requirements in the United 
States District Court for the District of Nebraska by filing a request for a preliminary 
injunction. On March 3, 2008, the federal court enjoined the Commission from requiring 
Vonage to remit to the NUSF. The Commission appealed that decision to the United 
States Court of Appeals for the Eighth Circuit.  The FCC filed an amicus brief supporting 
the right of states to adopt universal service regulations, so long as the regulations are 
consistent with FCC universal service rules.  The FCC indicated that assessment of 
intrastate interconnected VoIP revenues is consistent with its universal service rules.  A 
few other states with universal service programs also began imposing requirements on 
VoIP providers to contribute to their state universal service fund programs.   

   
4. The Commission continues to implement its December 7, 2004, NUSF-2 order revising 

the NTAP eligibility standards and program requirements.  This has resulted in the need 
to re-certify more than 20,000 individuals on a regular basis.  The Commission continues 
to increase enrollment in the program. 

 
5.  The Commission previously determined that it should establish a dedicated wireless 

program to promote access to wireless service in rural areas.  The Commission opened a 
proceeding, in docket number NUSF-69, to examine how the program should be 
implemented. The Commission then solicited petitions from wireless carriers for support 
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in unserved areas.  Two petitions for support have been filed and the Commission is 
currently reviewing those petitions. The Commission expects that other wireless carriers 
may file seeking support from this program.  

 
6.  In May of this year the Commission adopted an expense cap model in Docket NUSF-64. 

The expense caps will apply to all Nebraska Eligible Telecommunications Carriers 
(NETCs) receiving high-cost program support.  This mechanism is designed in part to 
ensure high-cost program support is being used for the maintenance, upgrading and 
provisioning of facilities and services. The Commission is seeking further comment on 
the frequency of model updates and whether the model should be adjusted for inflation. 
The expense cap model will commence with the 2008 earnings calculations which will be 
filed in 2009. The Commission recently modified its yearly certification requirements as 
well in Docket NUSF-25/66 to require companies receiving state and federal high-cost 
support to report on or before June 1 of each year detailed information on how the state 
and federal high-cost support was used in the previous reporting year and to project how 
high-cost support will be used in the following year.   

 
Nebraska Tele-Health Program 

 
In September of 2004, the Commission approved funding for the Nebraska Statewide 

Tele-Health Network.  This network connects 68 rural and critical access hospitals across the 
state to hub hospitals in Grand Island, Kearney, Lincoln, Norfolk, North Platte, Omaha, and 
Scottsbluff.  This network connects the rural and critical access hospitals to specialists in 
areas such as trauma, radiology and endocrinology, providing expanded healthcare services 
to rural communities.  Telehealth has become a vital part of healthcare in Nebraska, saving 
patients in rural areas the time, cost and inconvenience of traveling long distances for their 
specialized healthcare needs. 
 

From July 2007 to June 2008, the Commission provided funding of $749,085.09 for 
the Tele-Health Network.  Since its inception in 2004, the Commission has funded 75 
hospitals and expended $2,140,256.60 for this program.   
 

  Nebraska Telephone Assistance Program 
 

In 2003, the Commission changed the name of the Nebraska Lifeline and Link-Up 
programs to the Nebraska Telephone Assistance Program or NTAP.  This was done to 
distinguish the program from the Lifeline medical alert service.  NTAP assists qualifying 
low-income individuals with obtaining and keeping telephone services by lowering monthly 
service and connection rates.  The Commission has adopted a policy to maximize the amount 
of federal support for the NTAP.  At a minimum, federal support is available to waive the 
federal subscriber line charge (SLC), which ranges between $3.50 per month and $6.50 per 
month, and reduce basic local exchange rates by $1.75 per month.  Additional federal 
matching support is available, equal to one-half of any state support, up to a maximum of 
$1.75 per month.  The Nebraska Universal Service Fund provides support of $3.50 per month 
so that the NTAP can receive this additional $1.75 per month in federal support.  As a result, 
an additional $5.25 per month in support is available to qualifying Nebraska telephone 
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subscribers. Customers receive a total credit of between $10.00 and $13.50 on their bill.  To 
qualify for the NTAP, a consumer must participate in one of the following programs: 
 

1) Medicaid; 
2) Food Stamps; 
3) Supplemental Security Income (SSI); 
4) Federal Public Housing Assistance;  
5) Low-Income Home Energy Assistance Program (LIHEAP); and 
6) Children Health Insurance Programs (Kids Connection, SAM, MAC, E-MAC) 

 
The NTAP also provides a credit of 50 percent, up to $30.00, for one-time connection 

on a single line of service, free toll blocking, and a deferred payment schedule for charges to 
establish service on which the consumer does not pay interest.  This is provided solely 
through federal support, although the NUSF does cover administrative cost; and eligibility is 
based on the same criteria list above.  Federal support is now available to low-income 
consumers living on tribal lands up to an additional $25.00 per month.  This increased 
support cannot bring the basic local exchange rate below $1.00 per month.  Additionally, 
federal support of up to $100 is available to consumers living on tribal lands to reduce the 
initial connections and line extension charges.  Further, eligibility criteria for consumers 
living in tribal areas have been expanded to include the following additional federal 
assistance programs: 
 

1) Bureau of Indian Affairs General Assistance; 
2) Tribally-administered Temporary Assistance for Needy Families; 
3) Head Start (only those meeting its income qualifying standard); or 
4) National School Lunch Program’s free lunch program. 

 
Currently, approximately 31,523 Nebraskans are enrolled in the NTAP program and 

receive support from the NUSF.  This represents an increase of 8.7% since June 2007.  The 
Commission is currently involved in a cooperative work effort with Health and Human 
Services to mail pre-approved NTAP applications to persons that are currently enrolled in the 
Medicaid, Food Stamps and Children’s Health Insurance programs, but not enrolled in the 
NTAP.  Since September 2003, 151,855 pre-approved applications have been mailed to 
eligible persons.  More than 25,429 of those applications have been returned and processed.   
 

The Commission continues to work with the Nebraska Department of Health and 
Human Services (HHS) offices, area aging agencies, housing authorities and others across 
the state to provide information about the NTAP. 

 
The Commission has also implemented a verification and re-certification process to 

ensure that participant information is up to date and that participants still qualify for the 
underlying programs.  The Commission works with HHS and other sources to obtain 
information about whether an NTAP enrollee continues to qualify for the underlying 
programs. If it’s determined the customer should no longer be receiving NTAP assistance, 
the customer is notified and given an opportunity to re-qualify or if nothing is received, the 
individual is removed from the Commission’s database.  The re-certification process began 
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in March 2007, with 1,000 participants per month being selected for re-certification.  To date 
10,675 participants have been re-certified. 

 
In 2007, the Commission approved adding basic cell phone service to the eligible 

services to receive NTAP assistance.  Those basic cell phone plans are offered through Alltel 
Wireless, US Cellular and Viaero.

2. Wireless E911 Fund  
 

What is Wireless 9-1-1? 
 

In most areas of North America, citizens have basic or enhanced 9-1-1 service from 
their landline, or wireline, phones in their homes or workplaces.  Basic 9-1-1 means that if 
someone dials 9-1-1, no location or identifying information is automatically transmitted.  
This information must be communicated by the calling party to the call taker/dispatcher in 
the local public safety answering point (PSAP) or 9-1-1 center.  In areas with Enhanced  
9-1-1, the telecommunications network transmits location or identifying information 
automatically and the local 9-1-1 center has equipment and database information that allow 
the call taker to see the caller's phone number and address on a display.  This allows the  
9-1-1 center to quickly dispatch emergency help, even if the caller is unable to communicate 
where they are or the nature of the emergency. 
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Three Phases of Wireless 9-1-1 
 
 There are three phases of Wireless 9-1-1.  The most basic of these, sometimes called 
“Wireless Phase 0,” means that when you dial 9-1-1 from your cell phone a call taker at a 
public safety answering point (PSAP) answers.  The call taker may be at the state highway 
patrol or at a city or county PSAP up to hundreds of miles away, or at a local PSAP, 
depending on how the wireless 9-1-1 call is routed.  The call taker doesn't receive the call-
back phone number or the location of the caller.  This presents life threatening problems due 
to lost response time if callers are unable to speak, don't know where they are, or if they don't 
know their wireless phone callback number and the call is dropped. 

 
Wireless Phase I is the first step in providing better emergency response service to 

wireless 9-1-1 callers.  When Phase I has been implemented, a wireless 9-1-1 call will come 
into the PSAP with the wireless phone’s call-back number and the location of the wireless 
tower that received the call.  This allows the PSAP to determine the general location of the 
calling party, usually within a few square miles.  This is important in the event the cell phone 
call is dropped.  This may even allow PSAP employees to work with the wireless company to 
identify the wireless subscriber.   

 
To more effectively locate wireless 9-1-1 callers, Phase II must be implemented by 

local 9-1-1 systems and wireless carriers.  Phase II allows call-takers to receive both the 
caller's wireless phone number and their specific location by latitude and longitude. 
 

9-1-1 Technologies 
 
Wireless carriers have two types of location technologies available to choose from.  

They are network-based and handset-based.  Of the carriers offering service in Nebraska, 
Alltel, Cricket, Sprint Nextel, US Cellular and Verizon utilize a handset-based solution.  
AT&T/Cingular, I Wireless, Pinpoint Wireless, T-Mobile and Viaero utilize a network-
based solution. 

 
When a wireless phone is turned on, whether or not it is being used, it periodically 

transmits signals so that the wireless network knows where to deliver calls.  With the 
network-based solution, special radio intercept equipment is installed on the cellular towers.  
When a call is placed, the towers can compare signals from any active cell phone and 
pinpoint the call using triangulation (the difference in time between the arrival of the signal 
at different receiving stations or by the signal’s angle of arrival at each tower.)  It takes at 
least three towers to get a good measurement of location.  This solution is called network-
based because the signal measurements and location calculations are performed in the 
cellular network.  

 
The handset-based solution utilizes a cell phone equipped with Global Positioning 

System (GPS) equipment that can measure the time of arrival of signals transmitted from 
GPS satellites in order to calculate its position.  

 
Carriers that use network-based technologies are required to provide location 

information that is accurate to within 100 meters 67% of the time and accurate within 300 
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meters 95% of the time.  Carriers that use handset-based technologies must provide greater 
location accuracy:  50 meter accuracy 67% of the time and 150 meter accuracy 95% of the 
time. 

Once a carrier using a handset-based technology receives a Phase II request, they 
have six months to install the necessary equipment and begin delivering the service to the 
requesting PSAP.  Carriers using network-based solutions must provide Phase II for at least 
50 percent of the PSAP’s coverage area or population within six months after the request and 
for 100 percent of the PSAP’s coverage area within 18 months.  
 

Wireless E911 Fund Remittances and Payments 
 

Effective July 1, 2001, a 50-cent surcharge has been collected for each subscriber 
with a billing address in Nebraska. Wireless carriers remit the surcharge to the Public Service 
Commission 60 days after the last day of the month. From July 2007 through June 2008 the 
fund collected $6,786,178.22 and distributions were made in the amount of $8,774,102.70. 
As of July 1, 2008, the balance of the Wireless 911 Fund was $15,030,689.34. 

  
Status of 911 in Nebraska 

 
There have been 73 counties which have implemented Phase II with at least one 

wireless carrier.  There are eight counties that have implemented Phase I and will be 
proceeding to Phase II in the near future.  One counties have implemented landline enhanced 
911 and will proceed directly to Phase II when they are ready.  Finally, there are 11 counties 
with basic 911.  Of these 11 counties, five are actively taking steps to reach landline 
enhanced 911.

Legislative Changes 
 

 LB 755 was signed by the Governor on March 19, 2008.  LB 755 made the following 
changes:  
 
Landline 911 

• Eliminates the requirement that LEC’s annually report whether a particular PSAP has 
an interlocal agreement and the location of the PSAP; and 

• Requires that LECs, as part of their annual report to the Commission, indicate to 
which governing body the landline 911 surcharges are being remitted. 

 
Wireless 911 

• Corrects language of wireless carrier quarterly report to require the number of 
telephone numbers from which the surcharge is collected rather than the telephone 
numbers themselves; 

• Exempts wireless carriers whose users have no 911 service from the quarterly 
reporting requirement (i.e. paging companies); and  

• Adds a provision that a wireless carrier receiving funds from the Enhanced Wireless 
911 Fund cannot directly assess the costs of implementation to a PSAP, municipality 
or county. 

 
Summary of Significant Dockets  

Relating to Enhanced Wireless 911 
 
 The following is a description of significant pending dockets related to enhanced 
wireless 911. 
 

Docket 911-017/PI-116:  The Commission has adopted interim policies pending the 
completion of a full cost model to be used to distribute funds from the Enhanced Wireless 
911 Fund.  This docket continues to be revised pending completion of the full cost model. 
 

Docket 911-018/PI-117:  The Commission adopted audit policies related to the Fund 
and will continue to update and revise the policies as necessary. 
 

Docket 911-019/PI-118:  The Commission is in the process of developing a cost 
model in order to properly develop a funding mechanism pursuant to LB 1222 [2006].  The 
Commission continues to gather necessary information to be included in a statewide wireless 
911 cost model. 
 

Docket 911-024:  This docket was opened to develop and manage GIS data for the 
statewide 911 system.  The statewide GIS repository is now available to all PSAP’s to update 
and access GIS data for the purposes of providing Phase II 911 service.  Requests for access 
to the Repository have also been made by entities other than PSAP’s.  The Commission is 
working with a GIS Steering Committee in order to ensure that state-wide street centerline 
data is available to all agencies and the public. 
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Docket 911-027:  The Commission is currently exploring whether the wireless fund 
should provide cost recovery for the local administrative costs associated with the provision 
of enhanced wireless 911 services. 

 
Docket 911-031:  The Commission opened this docket to establish surcharges 

assessed on users of prepaid wireless service and methods for collection and remittance of 
those surcharges from carriers offering prepaid wireless services.  The Commission described 
three methods that carriers offering prepaid wireless services could use (which were statutory 
before LB 661): 

 
• Wireless carriers can divide the total earned prepaid wireless telephone 

revenue received by a wireless carrier within a monthly reporting period by 
fifty dollars and multiply the quotient by the surcharge amount; 

• Wireless carriers can collect the surcharge monthly from a customer’s active 
prepaid account (if a customer has two or more active accounts, a carrier 
should collect separate surcharges from each account); 

• Wireless carriers can remit the surcharge upon activation of an active prepaid 
account and upon replenishment of additional minutes purchased by the 
prepaid customer. 

 
Docket 911-031.01: In response to Docket 911-031, TracFone filed a request to use 

an alternative method for collection and remittance of E911 surcharges.  The Commission 
rejected TracFone’s alternative method in an order dated April 1, 2008, and rejected another 
alternate method in an order dated April 22, 2008.  TracFone is appealing the Commission’s 
decision in Lancaster County District Court. 

 
Docket 911-032: The Commission is investigating possible reimbursement of costs 

related to the consolidation of PSAP’s from the Enhanced 911 Fund. 
 
Docket 911-035/PI-133: The Commission opened this docket to explore possible cost 

recovery by wireless carriers directly from PSAP’s for the implementation of Enhanced 911 
service. 

 
Docket 911-036: This docket was opened to establish procedures for the designation 

of PSAP’s to receive and dispatch wireless 911 service calls from counties which fail to 
implement landline E911 service prior to 2010.
